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It is I; do not be afraid.

NOTHING TO FEAR

A rabbi was asked why God sends trials and troubles
into human lives. “Because God gets lonely for his people”
was the reply. There is some resonance with this wisdom in
today’s Gospel, as Jesus makes his disciples get into a boat
without him and goes off alone while they venture into
stormy waters. Of course, neither Jews nor Christians
believe that the Almighty plays this sort of whimsical game
with them, but there is some truth in the statement that we
don’t turn to God for saving help until we're in a bind.
Peter’s role today, as it is throughout the New Testament,
is to be a sign or to represent each member of the church
and the whole church. Our story is the tale told about
Peter’s faith today. What can bolster our faith is that even
when Christ calls us to face bravely the tempests of life, if
we are walking through them with our eyes fixed on him in
faith, we have nothing to fear. Even when we falter or sink,
simply crying “Lord, save me!” is enough to help us know
the steady grasp of God’s hand. Then, sheltered inside the
walls of faith, the storms we endure lose their power over

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"Meanwhile the boat, already a few miles offshore,
was being tossed about by the waves, for the wind was
against it."

These lines from our Gospel today describe a situation
that seems a little too familiar for the apostles, and
perhaps a little too familiar for us. If we're recent
converts, we may have thought following Jesus would
mean clear sailing ahead. If we have years of
discipleship under our belts, we know that being a
Christian means trials and at times even greater trials
because of what God calls us to.

Matthew as well as the other Gospels give us many
examples of the Twelve quailing in the face of
challenges. For us who are called to learn from their
example, and even more so from the witness of Jesus,
we are invited to see menaces as moments when our
deliverer intervenes.

Today the disciples become able to recognize Jesus as
not being a ghost but their savior; Peter reaches out to
take Jesus' hand amidst the waves; we can learn from
their experience to perceive Jesus even when at first
he seems absent, or when the waves grab our
attention.

The freedom God offers us is the freedom of new
vision: the ability to recognize the presence of Jesus.
Perhaps this is one of the greatest gifts of Christian
experience: knowing that hardship comes, that trial
rolls over us, but in these moments we are met by
grace.

The disciples today hear Jesus' command: “Take
courage, itis I; do not be afraid." This command is also
to us. “Take courage, it is |; do not be afraid."

Mateo, asi como los otros Evangelios, nos dan
muchos ejemplos de los Doce acobarddndose
en los retos. Para nosotros, quienes estamos
llamados a aprender de su ejemplo, y mds
aun del testimonio de Jesus, estamos invitados
a ver las amenazas como momentos en los
que nuestro salvador interviene.

Hoy los discipulos reconocen a Jesus no como
un fantasma sino su salvador; Pedro se estird
para tomar la mano de JesUs entre las olas;
Podemos aprender de su experiencia para
percibir a Jesus, incluso cuando al principio
parece ausente, o cuando las olas capturan
nuestra atencion.

La libertad que Dios nos ofrece es la libertad de
una nueva vision: la capacidad de reconocer
la presencia de Jesus.

Some priests will
choose it for at least one of the Masses of Christmas,
the Easter Vigil. Such sparing use of this prayer seen
strange, especially since it was the only Eucharistic Pray|
in the Latin Rite for many centuriespm as long ago as
500 right up to 1970.
