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The Pastor’s Corner

When we cross the threshold into eternity, we will discover how valuable prayer is. Perhaps with a shock we will recognize how little
we prayed, and how devastating that is for those around us and those whose lives would have been transformed by our prayers. Per-
haps we will discover that our destiny would have been much, much worse if it weren't for the prayers of others that lifted us up. Or
perhaps we'll see that prayers we devoted ourselves to faithfully were powerful in liberating others far more than we would have
anticipated.

Whatever the revelation may be in that final moment, it is evident that heaven takes our prayers far more seriously than we do. When
we consider Mary's call to us, for instance, one hundred years ago at Fatima, she described world peace or world disaster as depend-
ent upon our prayers. Similarly, our entire Gospel passage today is devoted to the importance of prayer. Here, it was Jesus' example
that inspired the apostles to ask about prayer, and that example may be what awakens us to the importance of prayer.

When it comes to nutrition, exercise, or the importance of good grades in school, we easily recognize that the example of others and
the insistence of others, especially our parents, cements or erodes our prioritizing of these goods. But if we've never had an example
of prayer, or if it's a musty memory of something rattled off hastily before a meal, perhaps we've never internalized how valuable
prayer is.

Here's an accessible onramp to prayer: ask God to show you how valuable prayer is. With some simple words today, turn to God and
ask him, as the apostles asked Jesus, to teach you how vital prayer is. Ask how it takes priority over all your other activities. Ask why
prayer needs to come first. By starting a conversation with God, he can begin to answer your prayer. Ask God to show you how to
make time for prayer. Ask him to help you treasure what should be treasured. "And | tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you
will find; knock and the door will be opened to you."

Del mismo modo, el dia de hoy nuestro mensaje del Evangelio
esta dedicado a laimportancia de la oracion. Aqui esta el ejemplo de Jesus que inspird a los apdstoles a preguntar acerca de la oracidn,
y ese ejemplo puede ser lo que hoy nos despierte a la importancia de la oracion.

En cuanto a nutricidn, ejercicio o la importancia de buenas calificaciones en la escuela, facilmente reconocemos que el ejemplo y la
insistencia de los demas, especialmente de nuestros padres, fomenta o deteriora nuestras prioridades de estos bienes. Pero si nunca
hemos tenido un ejemplo de oracidn, o si se trata de un recuerdo algo confuso o apresurado antes de la comida, tal vez nunca hemos
interiorizado lo valioso que es la oracion.

Aqui estd una rampa accesible a la oracion: pedir a Dios que le muestre que tan valiosa es la oracién. Hoy con unas simple palabras,
mire a Dios y pidale, asi como los apdstoles le pidieron a Jesus, pidale que le ensefiara lo vital de la oracidn.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The pilgrim experience of going by foot to Santiago de
Compostella, the shrine of St. James, reached its high point this
week at the feast of the Apostle, with tens of thousands of pil-
grims on the road. Typically, they cover twelve to twenty miles
a day through rough territory. The difficult journey and the of-
ten primitive lodging facilities are made bearable by the joy of
the pilgrims, their songs and prayers. When their journey is doc-
umented properly, they receive the scallop shell, a reminder not
only of James the fisherman, but also his call to fish for human
beings and to baptize the nations. In the Middle Ages, those
who wore this badge on their hats were granted lodging and
hospitality wherever they went. Next to the palm, the sign of a
Jerusalem pilgrim, the scallop shell was most highly prized.

In the Middle Ages, some people so enjoyed the pilgrim
road, although it was filled with discomfort and danger, that
they spent most of their lives on the road. Today, some people
take up the route for exercise, but are drawn gradually into the
spirituality of the journey. As you make your summer travels,
always fold in an element of pilgrimage: a long walk through
beautiful countryside, a visit to a church, a prayer of gratitude
for your journey through life’s hills and valleys.
