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The Pastor’s Corner

Who makes it to heaven? This would be one of our most important questions, and we find it in our Gospel today as Jesus is asked: “Lord, will
only a few people be saved?” When asked this, Jesus instead of answering confirms that it is harder than we expect. Giving a series of
examples, he presents scenarios where we are surprised, and devastated, to learn we end up on the outside.

To drive home his point, Jesus concludes by listing the wide geographic spread of those who will enter heaven before us, or instead of us. To
his listeners, this news was astonishing, because he affirms that salvation is open to every country and nation, and not just to the Jews.

Isaiah echoes this theme today as Tarshish, Put and Lud, Mosoch, Tubal and Javan, and the distant coastlands are folded into the Lord’s
inheritance. Here a new element is introduced: these remote regions who have never heard of God discover him because God “will set a
sign among them”; God is going to intervene to draw them into true worship and prayer.

Paul confirms in the New Testament that Jesus is the sign set up before the nations, lifted high on the cross. But in this century, at this chapter
of history, you and | are also this sign, bringing the message of Jesus to those who have not yet accepted him.

As we ask the question, “Lord, who will be saved?”, our Scriptures expand the question to consider not only our own salvation, but to look
outwards to see how we can assist others as well. As Catholics, we recognize with our Jewish forebears what a privilege it is that we’ve been
given God'’s ‘cheatsheet’ for what it takes to be saved; as the prophet Baruch says: “Blessed are we, Oh Israel, for what pleases God is known
to us.” Given this head start, however, instead of squandering it and discovering we don’t make the cut, our lives and actions can become a
witness to others.

At the end of the day, only one thing matters. Now is our opportunity to review God’s priorities, change how we live, and lend a hand to
open the door for others.

¢Quién se va a al cielo? Esta seria una de las preguntas mds importantes, y lo encontramos en el evangelio del dia de hoy cuando le
preguntan a Jesus: "Sefior, ées verdad que son pocos los que se salvaran?" Cuando se le preguntd esto, Jesus en vez de contestar
confirma que es mas dificil de lo que esperamos. Dando una serie de ejemplos, presenta escenarios donde somos sorprendidos y
devastado, al saber que terminamos fuera.

Para aclarar su punto, Jesus concluye haciendo una lista de una amplia distribucidn geografica de los que van entrar en el cielo antes
gue nosotros, o en vez de nosotros. A sus oyentes, esta noticia fue sorprendente, porque El afirma que la salvacion esta abierta a
cada pais y nacion y no sdlo a los Judios.

Isaias hace eco de este tema hoy cuando Tarshish, Put y Lud, Mosoch, Tubal y Javan, y las costas distantes se doblan en la herencia
del Sefior. Aqui se introduce un nuevo elemento: estas regiones remotas que nunca han escuchado de Dios lo descubren porque Dios
"pondra en medio de ellos un signo"; Dios va a intervenir para llamarlos en oracidn y adoracién verdadera.

Pablo confirma en el nuevo testamento Jesus es el signo antes de las Naciones, elevado alto en la Cruz. Pero en este siglo, en este
capitulo de la historia, tu y yo somos también este signo, llevando el mensaje de Jesus a aquellos que aun no lo han aceptado.

Cuando preguntamos, "Sefior, iquién se salvara?", nuestras escrituras amplian la cuestidn a considerar no sélo de nuestra propia
salvacidn, sino también mirar de qué manera podemos ayudar a otros. Como catélicos, reconocemos con nuestros antepasados
Judios que privilegio nos ha dado Dios, al ayudarlos a discernir lo que se necesita para ser salvos; como el Profeta Baruch dice:
"Bienaventurados nosotros, Oh Israel, por lo que agrada a Dios es conocido a nosotros." Teniendo en cuenta esta ventaja, sin
embargo, en lugar de derrocharlo al descubrir que no estamos a la altura, con nuestras vidas y acciones podemos convertirnos en un
testimonio a los demas.

Al final del dia, sdlo una cosa importa. Ahora es nuestra oportunidad para revisar las prioridades de Dios, cambiar cdmo vivimos y
echar una mano para abrir la puerta a los demas.
