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The Pastor’s Corner

“Never will | forget a thing they have done.” God’s words today from the prophet Amos strike an ominous note as he insists he will
hold us accountable. But what is it he holds us accountable for?

Amos doesn’t mention physical violence, murder or assault. Instead, what God vehemently reacts against is financial manipulation—
what today we would probably refer to as white collar crime. Unfortunately, for the state of our souls, our society today does an
outstanding job of transferring culpability away from us as individuals for financial harm, and conveniently points to nameless
bureaucracy.

Most of us, as we make purchases and take out loans, perhaps have a vague idea of the personal debt we are accruing, but never stop
to consider what are the moral consequences of our consumption. Here the political positions of left and right do not provide much
insight, as the left focuses on financial reparations for victim populations, and the right promotes purchasing more (and borrowing
more) to inflate the economy, and neither much considers the individual’s responsibility to question their role.

This tunnel vision largely follows from left and right’s accepting of materialism: since the physical world is all there is, money is one of
the most powerful levers in existence. In sharp contrast is the Catholic practice of detachment: as religious orders through the
centuries, saints and peasants (like our own Saint Isidore with his wife Maria), prioritize generosity over gain, they embody a freedom
from money as a measure of personal value.

Simple actions like tithing allow us to put our money where our mouth is. Programs like our local Saint Vincent de Paul, working to
assist the poor, or our parish school, working to give the next generation freedom to choose values beyond material ones, let us as
Catholics break out of a financially defined world. As long as money is the most important thing, as political left and right all too often
indicate, we will lean toward practices that gain us more, as Amos warns us against. But if our actions value virtues over acquisition,
we can begin to return our perspective to share God’s point of view.

"Nunca olvidaré nada de lo que han hecho." Las palabras de Dios el dia de hoy del profeta Amds manda una nota andnima mientras insiste
en que nos hara responsables. Pero, ¢de qué nos hace responsables?

Amos no menciona la violencia fisica, el asesinato o la agresién. En cambio, a lo que Dios reacciona vehemente es en contra de la
manipulacion financiera- a lo que hoy en dia probablemente llamariamos crimen de cuello blanco. Desafortunadamente, para el estado de
nuestras almas, nuestra sociedad hoy en dia hace un trabajo excepcional de transferir la culpabilidad lejos de nosotros como individuos por
dafio financiero, y convenientemente apunta a una burocracia sin nombre.

La mayoria de nosotros, al hacer compras y tomar préstamos, tal vez tengamos una idea vaga de la deuda personal que estamos acumulando,
pero nunca nos detenemos a considerar cudles son las consecuencias morales de nuestro consumo. Aqui las posiciones politicas de izquierda
y derecha no proporcionan mucha informacion, ya que la izquierda se centra en las reparaciones financieras para las poblaciones victimas,
y la derecha promueve mas compras (y el préstamo mas) para inflar la economia, y tampoco mucho considera la responsabilidad de la
persona de cuestionar su papel.

Esta visidn de tunel sigue en gran medida desde la izquierda y la derecha aceptando el materialismo: ya que el mundo fisico es todo lo que
hay, el dinero es una de las palancas mas poderosas que existen. En contraste esta la practica catdlica del desapego: como drdenes religiosas
a través de los siglos, santos y campesinos (como nuestro propio San Isidro con su esposa Maria), priorizan la generosidad sobre el beneficio,
encarnan una libertad del dinero como una medida de valor personal.

Acciones simples como el diezmo nos permiten poner nuestro dinero donde esta nuestra boca. Programas como nuestro San Vicente de
Paul local, trabajando para ayudar a los pobres, o nuestra escuela parroquial, trabajando para dar a la préxima generacion libertad para
elegir valores mas alla de los materiales, dejemos que los catdlicos salgan de un mundo financieramente definido. Mientras el dinero sea lo
mas importante, como la izquierda y la derecha politica indican, nos inclinaremos hacia practicas que nos ganen mdas, como Amos nos
advierte en contra. Pero si nuestras acciones valoran las virtudes sobre la adquisicion, podemos comenzar a devolver nuestra perspectiva
para compartir el punto de vista de Dios.

Arlington, VA — The National Assessment of Educational
Progress (NAEP) Technology and Engineering Literacy
(TEL) assessment scores from the 2018 testing period
were released in April 2019. For the second assessment
period in a row (beginning in 2014), the National Catholic
Educational Association (NCEA) proudly proclaims that
Catholic school scale scores are 16 points higher than
public school scores. While scores rose for both public
and Catholic schools, the measured performance of
Catholic school students continues to outpace public
schools.
