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The Pastor’s Corner

No, you didn’t miss it. You would be wondering since as we celebrate the Second Sunday of Ordinary Time today, it’s difficult to
remember the First Sunday of Ordinary Time. Our memory plays tricks on us and with the familiar swirl of activities all around, we
can think we’re simply forgetting something that certainly happened, like what we had for breakfast yesterday, or when we park the
car after driving home and realize we can’t recall a single turn we made.

Our difficulty recalling the First Sunday stems from the fact that it didn’t occur. Last Sunday we celebrated the Baptism of the Lord,
and then slipped right into Monday of the First Week of Ordinary Time the following day. Our new season was brought in under-
cover.

And even with this second Sunday, we notice the afterglow of the season we’ve departed. While we’ve begun Cycle Cin the lection-
ary, which will have us reading the Gospel of Luke, today our gospel is taken from John, so that we can get the story of Jesus’ first
miracle at the wedding feast in Cana.

This is the Church surreptitiously continuing with the themes of Epiphany, now two weeks in our past. While we remember the
arrival of the Magi that day, in fact three manifestations of Jesus are all celebrated: his discovery by the nations in the persons of
the Magi, his being revealed with Father and Holy Spirit at his baptism, and his first public miracle in turning water into wine. So
while the Church uses the title of Second Sunday of Ordinary Time for our liturgy, the readings actually point to Epiphany and the
conclusion of the Christmas Season.

So while memory may falter in identifying the season we’re in, memory can draw us back to the presence of Jesus and the many
marvels he accomplishes to draw us into full life.

Y aun asi con este segundo domingo, notamos la pos luminiscencia de la temporada saliente. Si bien hemos comenzado el Ciclo C en el leccionario,
en el cual estaremos leyendo el Evangelio de Lucas, hoy nuestro evangelio viene de Juan, para que podemos obtener la historia del primer milagro
de Jesus en las bodas de Cana.

Esta es la Iglesia que secretamente continua con los temas de la Epifania, que con hoy nos lleva a hacia dos semanas a nuestro pasado. Mientras
recordamos la llegada de los Reyes Magos, ese dia, de hecho, tres manifestaciones de Jesus son todas motivo de celebracion: su descubrimiento
por las Naciones en las personas de los Reyes Magos, su revelacion con el padre y el Espiritu Santo en su bautismo y su primer milagro publico al
convertir el agua en vino. Mientras que la Iglesia utiliza el titulo del Segundo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario de nuestra liturgia, las lecturas
realmente apuntan a la Epifania y a la conclusion de la temporada de Navidad.

Asi que, aunque la memoria nos puede fallar en la identificacion de las estaciones en las que estamos, esa misma memoria nos puede llevar de
regreso a la presencia de Jesus y a las muchas maravillas que logra para llevarnos a la vida plena.

A VISIBLE GOD

We find it difficult to convey ideas to people unless we
can actually show them something, demonstrate what we
mean. God, who is invisible and truly beyond human under-
standing, apparently faces the same difficulty. People want to
see, not just listen to an idea. So God gave us Jesus Christ,
God made visible in the world.

During these past weeks we have seen how Jesus was re-
vealed as an infant to the shepherds and the magi, and then be-
gan his adult “public life” at his baptism by John. Today’s
Gospel reading tells us of his “first sign,” providing wine for
the wedding guests at Cana.

Of course, even Jesus, God made visible, was not always
easily understood in his own day, nor is he even now. So we
have to ponder what we see: the poverty and simplicity of his
birth, his humility and openness before John the Baptist, his
kindness and compassion toward people in their ordinary
problems, such as running short of wine at a wedding. Yet it is
in coming to know Jesus that we come to know God.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The cause of church unity is commended to Christians for
prayer and action every year around this time. This week is
not so much to focus on the many divisions within the Chris-
tian family, but on bonds of faith and mission. Even though
Christians have always shown an inclination to fracture, spin
off, and mutate into new expressions, recent history shows
some new points of convergence and agreement. Catholics are
more firmly rooted in the word of God, for example, and many
Protestants are more likely to celebrate Communion than in
years past. Some denominations are merging and pooling re-
sources, and people from various traditions are collaborating
on projects.

The call of this week is to be mindful of the diversity of
our traditions and customs while treasuring what we hold in
common. The old advice to “lighten up” is good medicine, be-
cause sometimes our differences are delightful and amusing. If
someone says, “‘Let us pray,” a Catholic might close the eyes,
bow the head and fold hands; a Protestant reach out and clasp
hands with the person in the next chair; and someone belong-
ing to an Orthodox tradition might stand up with eyes wide
open. Each has taken a different path, but the goal is always
the same. This is a week not for focusing on the well-worn
paths of divergence, but for mutual delight in a common goal.

En una es-
quina de la imagen san José también observa al nifio por
encima del hombro derecho de Maria.

El 25 de enero del 1979 Juan Pablo Il la coroné por
ser la primera evangelizadora del continente Americano.
Con ella los doce misioneros trajeron la Alta Gracia de

Jesucristo a nuestras tierras.
