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The Pastor’s Corner

Hundreds of thousands of young people gather today for Mass with Pope Francis in Panama for the 15th international World Youth Day.
Begun in 1985 by Pope Saint John Paul ll, the World Youth Day has become one of the most dynamic expressions of the universality of the
Catholic Church. For a church whose name, Catholic, means universal, the World Youth Day takes us one step closer to the launch in-
structions of Jesus found at the close of Matthew’s Gospel: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you. And behold, | am with you
always, until the end of the age.”

Jesus’ intention from the very beginning is that the joy of the Gospel reach every person, from every country and region. At times we can
lose sight of Jesus’ drive because we are so used to the status quo. We’ve acclimated to the dynamic of countries and cultures as we
know them in our lifetime, forgetting the extraordinary arc that has brought the Faith to an entire globe: a Faith that’s gained a foothold
in almost every country but still remains incomplete at the personal and societal level, meant to transform our lives and world.

One note that distinguishes this World Youth Day is its being held in January rather than July or August. This meant that the week of WYD
events corresponded with the Church’s week of prayer for Christian unity, as well as the United State’s 46th anniversary of legalized abor-
tion nationwide with the Supreme Court decision of Roe v. Wade. Our Diocese of Sacramento youth together with Bishop Soto led a Holy
Hour of reparation at the cathedral of Panama on January 22nd, praying for an end to abortion and for the treasuring of human life. In
our own country, which has lost of third of its youth to abortion, we see young people rising up in defense of their brothers and sisters.
At our Walk for Life held yesterday in San Francisco, it’s easy to see that many of those standing up to speak out are millennials.

As the youth of the world gather today with Pope Francis, we can ask God to rekindle the fire of his Holy Spirit, sending us out to make

disciples of every person. The transformative power of the Gospel can rejuvenate our homes, our hearts, our city and world.

Cientos de miles de jovenes se retinen hoy para la Misa con el Papa Francisco en Panama por el 15vo dia internacional de la Juventud Mundial.
Comenzo en 1985 por el Papa San Juan Pablo II, el dia Mundial de la Juventud se ha convertido en una de las expresiones mas dindmicas de la
universalidad de la Iglesia Catélica. Para una Iglesia de cuyo nombre, Catoélico, significa universal, la Jornada Mundial de la juventud nos lleva
un paso mas cerca a la puesta en marcha por instrucciones de Jesus la cual se encuentra al cierre del Evangelio de Mateo: "vayan, por lo tanto y
hacer discipulos de todas las Naciones, bautizandolos en el nombre del padre y del hijo y del Espiritu Santo, ensefidndoles a guardar todo lo que
os he mandado. Y he aqui, yo estoy con vosotros siempre, hasta el final de la edad.”

La intencién de Jests desde el principio es que el gozo del Evangelio llegue a cada persona, de cada pais y regiéon. A veces podemos perder de
vista la unidad de Jesus porque estamos tan acostumbrados al status quo (situacion actual). Nos hemos aclimatado a la dinamica de los paises
y culturas como lo conocemos en nuestra vida, olvidando asi el arco extraordinario que ha traido Fe al mundo entero: una fe que se ha ganado
posicion en casi todos los paises, pero que todavia permanece incompleta a nivel personal y social, intencionada a transformar nuestras vidas y
el mundo.

Una nota que distingue a este Dia Mundial de la Juventud, es que es en enero en lugar de julio o agosto. Esto significa que la semana de eventos
de la JMJ (Jornada Mundial de la Juventud) corresponde con la semana de oracion por la unidad de los Cristianos de la Iglesia, al igual que con
el 46 aniversario de Roe vs. Wade cuando la Corte Suprema de los Estados Unidos decidié la legalizacién al aborto a lo ancho de la nacion.
Nuestros jovenes de la Didcesis de Sacramento junto con el Obispo Soto llevaron una hora Santa de reparacién en la Catedral de Panama el 22
de enero, orando por un fin al aborto y por atesorar la vida humana. En nuestro pais, que ha perdido la tercera parte de su juventud al aborto,
vemos a gente joven que se levanta en defensa de sus hermanos y hermanas. En nuestra Caminata por la Vida que se celebr6 ayer en San
Francisco, facilmente se puede ver que muchas de las personas que se levantan a hablar son jovenes Mileniales (Personas nacidas en los afios
1980s-1990s).

Hoy que la juventud del mundo se retine con el Papa Francisco, podemos pedirle a Dios que reaviva el fuego de su Espiritu Santo, manddndonos
ahacer discipulos de todas las personas. El poder transformador del Evangelio puede rejuvenecer nuestros hogares, nuestros corazones, nuestra
ciudad y al mundo.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Saturday’s feast of the Presentation is a day for the blessing of
candles. Why does liturgy require candles? In the first years of
the church, worship was often at night, and candles and
torches were carried from place to place within the worship
space as needed. Candles were also a mark of festivity and
hospitality when people gathered for prayer in homes, and
later on in large buildings with thick walls and dark corners. But
even after gaslight and electricity, candles were kept.

Part of the reason has to do with the warm, clean light of a
candle’s flame. Candles are a good sign of the partnership of
God and creation: wax made by bees, gathered and fashioned
by human hands into something beautiful and useful. In order
for the light to shine, the candle surrenders itself, almost as if
it is pouring itself out so that the light can flood into the world.
The candle of baptism, placed into our hands, and carried again
and again, speaks silently of that same wisdom. If you would
save your life, you must lose it. You must pour your life out like
Christ so that you may be filled with the light of his love.
