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The Pastor’s Corner
What for you is most important? What are your top priorities? They are worth reinvestigating since they can change over
time. What is most important to us at ten is different from when we turn twenty; approaching retirement we are focused
on different things than at thirty.

As time goes by it’s also worth noticing what is timeless. While some concerns and emphases come and go, others endure.
Saint Paul knows he’s been given something timeless that he wants to share with us. Today he writes: “For | handed on to

you as of first importance what | also received.” In our passage from First Corinthians he’s helping us see what we can hold
onto in any age. What is this most important thing? “[T]hat Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures; that
he was buried; that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures.”

This is why each week for us begins with the most important thing. Every Sunday we launch our week by gathering to hear
those same Scriptures Paul refers to; every Sunday in the Eucharistic Sacrifice we are present at Jesus’ death and at his
resurrection. The most important reality of all of history is directly present to us, we are directly present to it, every Sunday
when we gather for Mass.

And of course, beginning our week this way allows us to see the importance of all our other things: some less urgent than
we had thought, some more valuable than we had realized, brought into perspective through the light of this most
important thing. And beautifully, as the Mass helps us recognize, the most important thing in the end isn’t a thing, but a
person, this person of Jesus who walks with us through our whole life.

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The Reign of God comes about because people com-
mit to reversing their lives completely, to embracing new
vision, new values. Many popular television shows ex-
ploit an unattractive side of human nature by pitting con-
testants against one another, even to the point of perform-
ing dangerous stunts or devious schemes, to gain money
or favor.

At the liturgy, we counter that impulse by committing
ourselves to live generously. In response to Christ’s total
gift, we offer bread and wine as the emblems of our lives,
our hopes, our joys and sorrows. The bread and wine car-
ried to the altar contain our lives, and by offering our lives
to God, we prepare to receive the gift of God’s own life.
We are to become what we receive: the body of Christ.

On Sundays, this self-giving is often accompanied by
a collection and procession of gifts for the poor and
money for the upkeep of the parish. There are certainly
other methods of collecting money, some perhaps more
efficient. Yet the act of giving from our abundance, and
attending to the needs of the poor, opens us up to partici-

pation in the changes the Reign of God requires.
