This year's abrupt 

arrival drives home Advent's theme all the 

more: Watch!  For you do not know the day or 

the hour! 

Almost certainly there are still decorations to 

hang, presents to wrap (or buy!), and treats to 

prepare.  Christmas almost inevitably catches 

us with still more to be done, with to do lists 

left incomplete.  And Jesus still comes anyway. 

The sheep flocking in with baffled shepherds 

trailing in after reveal that the Promised One 

has arrived.  The confusion stirring out of 

Jerusalem and the wrong turn of the Magi 

made right let us know that the King of Kings 

has been born.  Most of all the beaming face of 

a loving mother turned toward her newborn 

son manifests that love has been born in our 

world. 

Maybe the sheep can nudge us away from our 

distractions to notice what has happened.  

Maybe the Magi can turn us back from our own 

wrong turns.  And maybe the face of a loving 

mother can soothe the frowns and tears on 

ours. 

Jesus enters our world, our lives, whether we're 

ready or not.  As the sun sets tonight, or as it 

rises tomorrow, we have the chance to welcome 

him with open arms.  Hush the voice that tells 

you that you still have something else to worry 

about, that this or that still is wrong.  The new 

light of the Christ Child already dawns, and the 

shadows can flee.
