The Pastor’s Corner 
 

 

 

 
 

 
 

 
 
 
Easter this year, day of celebration for Christians around the world, brought a vicious attack against Christians as they gathered to celebrate the 
victory of life.  At Saint Anthony’s Shrine and at Saint Sebastian’s Church, as Catholics gathered for Easter Mass, at Zion Church as their Protestant 
brothers and sisters gathered for Sunday’s service, as well as at four other locations in Sri Lanka, attacks by the Islamic State of Iraq and Syria, now 
expelled from Iraq and Syria, killed more people than almost any terrorist attack since 9/11. 
 
One week later, as grieving families bury the dead, the Church arrives at the commemoration of Divine Mercy Sunday.  In a world of darkness and 
violence, human solutions seem incapable of responding to human cruelty.  After 2017’s attack on Palm Sunday, killing 45 worshippers in Egypt, 
and 2016’s Easter Massacre which killed 75 in Pakistan, the darkness of this world seems intent on obscuring the light of Christ’s resurrection.  As 
we turn toward the rays shining from Jesus’ still-pierced heart, we need his mercy more than ever. 
 
In Sacramento this year Divine Mercy Sunday coincides with Bishop Soto’s releasing a list of clergy historically accused of abuse in the diocese over 
the last 70 years.  Following last June’s grand jury report from Pennsylvania, and July’s revelations about then Cardinal McCarrick, Bishop Soto has 
felt the urgency of highlighting our response to sexual abuse. In his letter read in parishes across the diocese today, Bishop Soto asks us to join him 
in praying for the victims of sexual abuse and for the purification of the Church. 
 
Wounds against the Church, whether from the outside or from within, make our union with Jesus deeply painful.  Today in our second reading from 
Revelation John writes to us: “I, John, your brother, who share with you the distress, the kingdom, and the endurance we have in Jesus,” reminding 
us that even as the revelation of Christ’s glory emerges, it comes to us in while in trial and suffering. 
 
The Catholic Church, both in America and around the world, is in a time of trial and purification.  No human response will be adequate to respond 
to harm here or elsewhere.  As Catholics, the reason why we turn to Jesus, is because we know that only his blood, only his mercy, can respond to 
our sin and suffering.  Humanity, in the depths of its misery, will find healing only in the mercy and compassion of its creator.

El Rincón Del Pastor 

La Semana Santa de este año, día de celebración para los cristianos del mundo, trajo consigo un feroz ataque contra los cristianos que se reunieron 

a celebrar la victoria de la vida.  En el Santuario de San Antonio y en la iglesia de San Sebastián, como católicos reunidos para la Misa de Pascua; en 

la iglesia de Zion cuando los hermanos y hermanas protestantes se reunieron para el servicio del domingo, así como en otros cuatro lugares en Sri 

Lanka, fueron atacados por el estado islámico de Irak y Siria, ahora expulsados de Irak y Siria, mataron a más personas que casi cualquier ataque 

terrorista desde el 9/11.  

Una semana después, las familias tristes entierren a sus muertos y la iglesia llega a la conmemoración de Domingo de la Divina Misericordia.  En un 

mundo de oscuridad y violencia donde las soluciones humanas parecen incapaces de responder a la crueldad humana.  Tras el ataque de 2017 el 

domingo de Ramos, matando a 45 fieles en Egipto y la masacre de Pascua del 2016 que mató a 75 personas en Pakistán, la oscuridad de este mundo 

parece decidida a obscurecer la luz de la resurrección de Cristo. Cuando volteamos hacia los rayos luminoso del corazón de Jesús aun traspasado, 

nos damos cuenta que necesitamos su misericordia más que nunca. 

Este año en Sacramento el Domingo de Misericordia coincide con la lista redimida del Obispo Soto sobre el clero históricamente acusado de abuso 

en la Diócesis en los últimos 70 años. Dando seguimiento al informe del jurado el junio pasado en Pennsylvania y las revelaciones de julio sobre el 

entonces Cardenal McCarrick, el Obispo Soto ha sentido la urgencia de destacar nuestra respuesta al abuso sexual. En su carta ya leída el día de hoy 

en las parroquias de la Diócesis, el Obispo Soto nos pide unirnos a él en oración por las víctimas de abuso sexual y por la purificación de la iglesia. 

Las heridas contra la iglesia, ya sea desde fuera o dentro, hacen nuestra unión con Jesús profundamente dolorosa.  Hoy en nuestra segunda lectura 

de Apocalipsis Juan nos escribe: "Yo, Juan, vuestro hermano, comparto con ustedes la señal de socorro, el Reino y la perseverancia que tenemos en 

Jesús," nos recuerda que cuando la revelación de la gloria de Cristo surge, viene a nosotros en momentos de juicio y sufriendo. 

La iglesia católica, tanto en América como en todo el mundo, está en un tiempo de juicio y purificación.  No hay respuesta humana adecuada que 

pueda responder a los daños aquí o en otro lugar.  Como católicos, la razón por qué acudimos a Jesús, es porque sabemos que solamente su sangre, 

sólo su misericordia, puede responder a nuestro pecado y sufrimiento.  La humanidad, en lo más profundo de su miseria, encontrará sanación sólo 

en la misericordia y la compasión de su creador.
