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Pastor’s Corner

Our Gospel passage today opens saying: “On that day, Jesus went out of the house and sat down by the sea.” Just as
Jesus teaches through his words, he leads by example. When is the last time you drew your attention away from the
surrounding chatter and sat down by the sea?

As he teaches in his parable today, Jesus presents a precious, irreplaceable treasure, the word of the kingdom, but he
sees how easily this treasure can be lost as he describes rocky ground, weeds, the hardened path, all of which cause the
one who had received the gift to lose it.

Isaiah in our first reading describes this word of the kingdom, the word of the Lord, as rain or snow falling from the

heavens. Like the seed of Jesus’ sower, this image represents the abundance of God’s gift, but here in Northern California
we can easily imagine the rocky heights of the Sierra Nevadas where the moisture given in abundance simply runs off
because of the hardened ground. For this heavenly precipitation to be beneficial the soil needs to be softened and
receptive.

Our world has rejected God and his abundance, and so insistently rages; any advancement must come from our
energetically demanding it. Are you buffeted by the storms around you, or have you learned from Jesus where to draw
your attention? Saint Paul in our second reading describes the whole of creation being caught in this tension with us;
with us, he says, “creation awaits with eager expectation the revelation of the children of God.” Presenting creation as
“groaning in labor pains,” (a strong example if you can relate to what he describes) Paul recognizes our moment as being
a trial, but a profoundly confident trial: we know the glory to be revealed by God.

Como ensefia en su parabola de hoy, Jests presenta un tesoro precioso e insustituible, la palabra del reino, pero ve
cuan facilmente se puede perder este tesoro al describir el terreno rocoso, las malezas, el camino endurecido, todo lo
cual hace que el que habia recibido el don lo pierda.

Isaias en nuestra primera lectura describe esta palabra del reino, la palabra del Sefor, como lluvia o nieve que cae de
los cielos.

Nuestro mundo ha rechazado a Dios y a su abundancia, y tan insistentemente se enfurece; cualquier avance debe
venir de nuestra fuerza enérgica que lo exige. ¢Te golpean las tormentas que te rodean, o has aprendido de Jests
donde llamar tu atencion? San Pablo en nuestra segunda lectura describe toda la creacidon que se ve atrapada en esta
tensiéon con nosotros; con nosotros, dice, "la creacién espera con ansiosa expectativa la revelacion de los hijos de
Dios". Presentando la creaciéon como "gimiendo en los dolores de parto", (un ejemplo fuerte si puedes relacionarte
con lo que él describe) Pablo reconoce nuestro momento como una prueba, pero una prueba profundamente
confiada: sabemos la gloria que Dios revelara.

SAINT KATERI TEKAKWITHA (1656-1680) July 14
bt Though the New York State
Thruway runs close by the North
American ~ Martyrs’ Shrine,
traffic’s roar never pierces the
peace enveloping Auriesville—
Ossernon to Native Americans—
in the lovely Mohawk Valley, where Kateri Tekakwitha
was born barely ten years after the martyrdom of Isaac
Jogues and his Jesuit and lay companions. Daughter of a
Christian Algonquin mother and non-Christian Mohawk
chief, Kateri’s parents died in a smallpox epidemic widely
blamed on the missionaries. Moreover, many Native
Americans had experienced exploitation at the hands of
“Christian” traders and trappers, further discrediting the
faith Kateri embraced in baptism, then pledged to live
even more intensely in  vowed virginity.
Misunderstanding led to harassment, prompting her move
to a Christian village farther north along the Saint
Lawrence River. Despite this, Kateri’s faith remained
undaunted, her selfless charity undiminished. Both before
and after her death at twenty-four, this young “Lily of the
Mohawks” drew countless converts to Christ by the
fragrance of her goodness. Through us, does “the aroma
of Christ” (2 Corinthians 2:15), attract others to the beauty
of his gospel.

SAN ENRIQUE (972-1024) 13 de julio

Enrique nacié en Alemania y desde pequefio fue
educado por el obispo Wolfango, quien le ayudd a abrir
su conciencia respecto a los pobres y a las necesidades de
otros pueblos. Afios después se casé con Cunegunda de
Luxemburgo, pero debido a una enfermedad renal, nunca
pudieron tener hijos. A los 34 afios fue nombrado rey de
Alemania y como tal fue ejemplar en el cuidado de los
pobres y la lucha contra la opresion, asi como la
construccion y renovacion de los monasterios en
Alemania. Su caridad fue tan grande que su cufiado,
molesto porque daba todo a los pobres, organizé un golpe
militar, pero fue sometido por el rey, quien les perdono la
ofensa. En el afio 1014 fue coronado Emperador del Sacro
Imperio Romano Germénico (Alemania, Austria, Suiza,
Bélgica, Holanda y el Norte de Italia), pues tenia el carifio
de la gente y la confianza del Papa. La gente apreciaba su
santidad y el corazén de un gobernante que busca el bien
de su pueblo. Fue canonizado en 1146 y su esposa, Santa
Cunegunda, en 1200.
