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The Pastor’s Corner

What does it mean to be free? While our nation celebrated Independence Day this last week, and while Saint Paul a week ago told
us it was for freedom that Christ has set us free, our Gospel today gives us a glimpse of what living in freedom looks like.

One image of not being free comes from Gulliver’s Travels, when Jonathan Swift depicts Gulliver trapped by the Lilliputians after a
shipwreck: Gulliver awakens to discover that hundreds of threadlike cords pin him to the ground. No single chain or bond keeps him
confined; rather, the multiplication of strands confines him.

Jesus in sending out his disciples today recognizes that our entrapment will likely come from the little things. As he instructs them to
‘carry no money bag, no sack, no sandals’, freeing them from little attachments, he wants to set them truly free: free in a reliance
upon God alone.

It’s probably pretty easy to identify what are the seemingly innocent attachments that are in fact holding you back, pinning you down.
While it’s not the season of Lent, we can make a quick glance at what comes to mind as things we should give up. These most likely
lead the list of impingements on our freedom. Since we’re human, however, other habits or attachments that are completely hidden
to us may also be restricting us from flourishing. Discovering these may require the input of family and trusted friends, or besieging
heaven with prayer for insight.

But for what a prize! Jesus tells the disciples as they return triumphantly from their endeavors that their true joy is in entering heaven:
“Rejoice because your names are written in heaven.” Becoming detached from mundane priorities and securities allows us to soar
heavenward, allows our hearts to discover their true treasure, found in heaven.

Jesus knows what it means to be truly free: trust him, and let go of the whispered security of this world. Live with confidence, con-
fidence in the divine word of Jesus for you.

Una imagen de lo que es no ser libre proviene del viaje de Gulliver, cuando Jonathan Swift describe a Gulliver atrapado por los
Liliputienses después de un naufragio: Gulliver se despierta para descubrir que cientos de algo parecido a cordones le atan a la
tierra. Ni una sola cadena o enlace lo mantiene confinado; mas bien, la multiplicacién de cuerdas son los que lo limitan.

Jesus al enviar a sus discipulos hoy reconoce que nuestras ataduras probablemente vienen de cosas pequeias. Cuando les
instruye a 'no llevar dinero en la bolsa, ni saco, ni sandalias', los libera de las pequefias ataduras, El quiere verdaderamente
liberarlos: libres en una dependencia solamente de Dios.

Probablemente es bastante facil identificar cudles son las ataduras que parecen mads inocentes que de hecho son las que nos
retienen, las que nos mantienen clavados. Aunque no es la temporada de Cuaresma, podemos examinar rapidamente lo que
nos viene a la mente de cosas que deberiamos abandonar. Esto probablemente nos lleva a la lista de vulneracion a nuestra
libertad. Puesto que somos humanos, sin embargo, otros habitos o ataduras que estan totalmente ocultos a nosotros nos
pueden también estar restringiendo de florecer. Descubrir estos hdbitos puede requerir el sentir de familiares y amigos de
confianza o de recurrir al cielo con oracidn para discernimiento.

iPero por qué un premio! Jesus les dice a los discipulos cuando regresan triunfantes de sus actividades que su gozo verdadero
es entrar en el cielo: “Alégrense mas bien de que sus nombres estan escritos en el cielo.” Ser separados de valores y prioridades
mundanas nos permite ser elevarnos con direccion al cielo, permite que nuestros corazones, descubran su verdadero tesoro,
encontrado en el cielo.

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SB 360 Keep the Seal of Confession
The State Legislature is considering a bill, SB 360, to regulate
the Sacrament of Penance and force priests to break the Seal of
Confession. In light of this proposed bill, Bishop Soto is
encouraging all parishes from the Diocese of Sacramento to
take action on the weekend of June 22-23 to oppose Senate Bill
360.
“The recent California state senate bill, SB 360, has been
proposed as an aid to prevent child sexual abuse. While this is
an admirable aim, the bill misses the mark. Specifically, this bill
attempts to do so by way of removing the legal protections
surrounding the sacramental seal of confession, a legal
protection which has been in place throughout the history of
Church & State relations.
There is nothing intrinsic to this bill which creates a greater
assurance or guarantees that future abuse will not happen.
Instead, it mounts an assault on the fundamental liberties of
Catholics in the state of California under the guise of greater
protection. For this reason, all Catholics, religious people of any
affiliation, and indeed all people of good will, should
vigorously oppose SB 360” — Bishop Jaime Soto
