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The Pastor’s Corner

Our new season of Lent brings us news from across the river as well. Saint Joseph’s, Marysville now has a priest! Since the beginning of November,
Father Fernando and | had been serving in Marysville as Bishop Soto looked for a new pastor for the community. This new milestone marks a step
forward for our two parishes, and an opportunity for our parishes to work more closely together.

This concurrence with our Lenten season, a season of prayer and discernment, a season of change, affirms the new invitations that God has for our
communities. While the disruption of the last few months, and the uncertainty that change always presents, is a trial, we recognize that God intro-
duces new life by tilling the soil, preparing us for the new call he has for each of us.

One of the changes we felt immediately here in Saint Isidore was the revision of our Sunday Mass schedule as Father Fernando and | were helping
in Marysville. Over the last several months, we adapted to having six Masses for the weekend rather than eight. For many of us this meant nudging
our Sunday schedule and activities; other programs and engagements had to be adjusted to fit our new timeline.

One significant change was whom we found sitting next to us in the pews. In terms of the greatest benefit this change has introduced, this bringing
together of our people would be the most helpful. One of the casualties of a multiplicity of Masses is the fracturing of the parish into separate
communities that never mingle. A familiar symptom is for a long-term parishioner to meet another long-term parishioner—whom they’d never
known because they’re always at different Masses. More Masses aggravate that syndrome; fewer Masses help bring us together.

For this reason, since we’ve had several months to experience this new dynamic, we’ll continue with this more unified Mass schedule rather than
revert back to our old list. Other benefits come as well: our ministers, choirs, ushers and others can focus on providing a few Masses well, rather
than being divided across multiple liturgies; invitations and appeals can be focused rather than requiring their advocates to be dragged throughout
the day. But our primary benefit is moving from half empty services to a more unified congregation.

In these forty days, and in the months ahead, we will continue to look for ways to draw us more closely together as a community, to form us as the
family of God. In the meantime, this marks one-step in that direction, seeking to grow from separate pilgrims to a people of Faith. In your fasting,
prayer, and almsgiving of this season, | ask you to pray for your fellow parishioners, that we’re brought to the true communion and love that
identifies us. “By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another” (John 13:35).

Nuestra nueva temporada de la Cuaresma también nos trae noticias del otro lado del rio. jLa Iglesia de San José, en Marysville ya tiene un sacerdote!
Desde principios de noviembre, el Padre Fernando y yo habiamos estado sirviendo en Marysville mientras que el Obispo Soto buscaba un nuevo
Pastor para la comunidad. Estainnovacién marca un nuevo paso para nuestras dos parroquias y una oportunidad para que trabajemos mas de cerca.

Esto encaja con nuestra Cuaresma, una temporada de oracion, discernimiento y cambio, y afirma las nuevas invitaciones que Dios tiene para nuestras
comunidades. Mientras que la interrupcion de los ultimos meses y la incertidumbre que presenta el cambio, reconocemos que Dios introduce nueva
vida al labrar la tierra, preparandonos para el nuevo llamado que él tiene para cada uno de nosotros.

Uno de los cambios que sentimos inmediatamente aqui en San Isidro fue la revisién de nuestro horario de Misa Dominical, mientras que el Padre
Fernando y yo ayuddbamos en Marysville. Durante los ultimos meses nos hemos adaptado a tener seis Misas durante el fin de semana en lugar de
ocho. Para muchos de nosotros esto significa desplazamiento de nuestro horario y actividades de domingo; otros programas y compromisos al igual
tuvieron que ser ajustados para poder ser incorporados a nuestro nuevo horario.

Un cambio sorprendente fue ver a quien estaba sentado al lado de nosotros en las bancas durante la Misa. En cuanto a los mayores beneficios que
este cambio ha introducido, el unir a nuestra gente seria el de mas grande ayuda. Una de las victimas de una multiplicidad de Misas es la fractura de
la parroquia en comunidades separadas que nunca se mezclan. Es un sintoma familiar que un feligrés a largo plazo se encuentre con otro parroquiano
de largo plazo — y nuca se hallan conocido porque siempre estan en diferentes Misas. El hecho de tener mas Misas agrava este sindrome, menos
Misas ayudan a unirnos mas.

Por esta razon, ya que hemos tenido varios meses experimentando esta nueva dindmica, continuaremos con este horario de Misas mas unificado en
lugar de volver al horario antiguo. Otros beneficios son: nuestros ministros, coros y ujieres ya que podran enfocarse en proporcionar menos y mejores
Misas, en lugar de estar divididos en multiples liturgias. Pero nuestro beneficio principal sera el de tener menos Misa vacias y tener una comunidad
mas unida.

En estos cuarenta dias y en los préximos meses, vamos a seguir buscando maneras de estar mds juntos como una sola comunidad, para formarnos
como la familia de Dios. Pero mientras tanto esto marca un paso en esa direccion, buscando crecer de peregrinos separados a un pueblo de unido
en la Fe. En el ayuno, la oracidon y la limosna de esta temporada, les pido Oracion por los feligreses, que fueron traidos a la verdadera comunién y el
amor que nos identifica. "En esto reconoceran todos que son mis discipulos, en que se amen unos a otros." (Juan 13:35).

The Mass is the “source and summit of the Christian life.”
(CCC 1324) It is the re-presentation of the one holy sacrifice of
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Our Lord Jesus Christ. The Eucharist is Jesus Christ himself,
really, truly, and substantially present. Mass is the most im-
portant thing we do every week!

The Mass is one event. It is one big long prayer. Yes, there are
parts, but they all go together, and “going to Mass” means going
to all of it. We’re not called to simply “get communion” and
leave. Thanking Jesus after receiving communion, the final
prayers, and the dismissal are all essential parts of Mass!

“But what if I have a really good reason to leave early?” Of
course, if you have a good reason you’re leaving early, you can
leave early. Maybe an emergency just came up.

But that’s not why the vast majority of Catholics who leave
Mass early are doing it. They are leaving early because it’s be-
come their habit. They get the Eucharist, they think they’re
done, and they can beat the traffic if they leave early. They’ve
never been corrected or told otherwise... so why would they
stop?

Mass is important, and if you want to be Catholic the Church re-
quires us to attend Mass every Sunday (or Saturday evening)
and Holy Day of Obligation. This means, barring a really good
reason, being there on time and staying until the very end.

The bottom line is this: when we go to Mass that means stay-
ing until the very end. If you’ve been in the habit of leaving
early, let’s intentionally stop that habit and stay for the whole
Holy Mass prayer. Because God is worth it!
