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The Pastor’s Corner 
 

While Lent culminates in Holy Week and the Triduum, our Easter Season brings us to the celebrations of Ascension and Pente-
cost.  Both commemorations reveal the fruit of Jesus’ resurrection, what it is that results from his victory. 
 
As we celebrate Jesus’ Ascension today (transferred from last Thursday, which marks 40 days since Easter), we see what it is 
that happens to a risen body.  While Jesus navigates this world with ease after Easter Sunday, a risen body is truly at home in 
the glory of heaven.  While prior to his cross and sacrifice we had an unbridgeable chasm between us and God’s glory, now as 
those baptized into Jesus, heaven is the natural habitat for both our souls and bodies. 
 
This new dynamic is confirmed with Jesus’ mother, as Mary also physically ascends, body and soul into heaven at the end of 
her earthly life.  For each of us who are also members of Christ’s body, we can recognize that heaven is now our true home, 
that like paper clips to magnets, we are drawn to where we belong as soon as we are released from this world. 
 
Our sequence is different from Jesus and Mary, because while they ascend into heaven in soul and body, in our current timeline 
at death our body remains here, while our soul solo enters into eternity.  Then, at the end of this world at the Last Judgment, 
all of our bodies rise and are reunited to our souls.  At that time, in soul and body, we enter into our eternal destiny, while the 
damned go in soul and body into hell. 
 
Ascension, which we celebrate today, affirms the goodness of our physical bodies, that they also are saved along with the soul.  
Jesus’ cross and resurrection does not save only our spirits, what is ‘spiritual’, but brings all of our being, spiritual and physical, 
into a new relationship with God who restores us.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

 The mystery of the Ascension has to do with holding 

in tension a sense of God’s nearness, along with the bur-

den caused by apparent signs of absence. The risen Jesus 

says to Mary Magdalene, “Do not cling to me,” perhaps 

pointing out to her that his physical presence to the disci-

ples was time-bound and temporary. It was a gift for 

their transformation, and after forty days, he vanished 

from their sight and hearing, though never out of their 

consciousness. 

 They do not mourn at his going this time: there is no 

trace of the disciples who hid in fear at his crucifixion, no 

sense of the women who wept softly as they carried oint-

ments to the tomb through the dewy morning light. In-

stead, the scriptural accounts show them full of joy, com-

forted by his promise to be with them forever, and open to 

the Spirit’s power. They are joyful, energized, aware, and 

united with one another in love. They seem to grasp an 

awareness that if the mission to the whole world was a se-

rious one, then the presence of the Risen Christ could not 

be pinned down to any one place or time, but had to be al-

ways and everywhere completely available. All peoples, 

all times, all cultures were opened to receive him in this 

moment of the Ascension. The energy of this feast is 

drawn not from absence, but renewed and deeper pres-

ence.
