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Pastor’s Corner

When Masses were first suspended back in mid-March we wouldn't have been able to predict how long we'd go without
being able to gather. As it turns out, this is our first weekend that we have permission to hold public liturgies. And this
weekend is the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of Christ, where we commemorate Jesus giving himself
to us in the Eucharist.

For now, many of us still will not be able to gather for Mass. Those over 65 are encouraged not to attend services yet, and
the bishop's dispensation from attending the Sunday liturgy continues. And Governor Newsom has restricted our
participation to 100 people per service, which even with all of our Sunday Masses recommencing, only accounts for less
than 20% of our parishioners.

This pandemic's interruptions continue as our society remains confused and disrupted. Our response to this imperceptible

virus has brought our technologically advanced society to its knees, paralyzing our modern world as plagues of past
centuries have done. As we discover that we are mere mortals like all the generations before us, perhaps we will look to the
one who speaks to us of life beyond time.

Jesus specifically came to our world 2,000 years ago to offer us life beyond the limits of our world, life without end. The
eternal life he promises to those who eat his body, who drink his blood, is divine life, something all our scientific
developments and discoveries cannot offer.

This Solemnity of Corpus Christi is our opportunity to recognize again what has value, what can transform our lives, and
change our path accordingly. Where in the past we may have said we couldn't give up sports, or movies, or vacations, or
whatever it was, only to discover them all stripped away from us, today we can recommit ourselves to the one gift that
matters, ready to sacrifice everything else for the Eucharistic Sacrifice.

“Do not
love the world,” warns 1 John 2:15. The “world” to love: this
planet, entrusted to our stewardship, and its people, God’s children
all. The “world” to flee: “sensual lust, enticement for the eyes, and
a pretentious life” (1 John 2:16). Born in nobility, Romuald’s
conversion followed the shock of witnessing his father murder an
enemy. Renouncing his privileged world, Romuald sought God’s
world in monastic life. Its winding turns and several dead ends
make Romuald’s journey resonate with all who find life more maze
than superhighway. Both the hermit’s solitary struggle and
community life’s unique challenges shaped Romuald’s legacy: his
vast Camaldolese Benedictine family of monks, nuns, and lay
associates who, these thousand years later, from the mountain
solitude of Camaldoli, Italy to an urban monastery in Berkeley,
California—in Asia, Africa, South America, Europe—integrate
Romuald’s experience into their witness of solitary prayer,
communal charity and worship, and promotion of contemplative
spirituality in this world that can so easily distract us from the God

who loves it still.
