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The Pastor’s Corner

What happens when God shows up? What changes when He’s here? Or when we’re where He is?

Isaiah, speaking of vindication, of recompense, describes what happens when God arrives: “Then will the eyes of the
blind be opened, the ears of the deaf be cleared; then will the lame leap like a stag, then the tongue of the mute will
sing.” These are big changes. For the person who had been deaf, or crippled, or blind, this would be literally life-
changing: the gift of a completely new life.

John the Baptist in our Gospel today hears the description of what's happening now that Jesus is here: exactly what
Isaiah described and more. But consider also the experience of another New Testament figure. Saint Paul, or at this
moment Saul, hadn’t encountered Jesus, and then meets him in a flash of light and a voice from heaven.

What happens when Jesus arrives? Saul is left unable to see, needing assistance to be guided to Damascus. For
three days he remains blind, until Ananias comes to pray over him. Here, where Saul’s blindness had been of the
heart rather than the eyes, Jesus had to first take his sight before he could fully restore it.

Now more than halfway through Advent, we recognize that Jesus’ arrival is very close. His Advent will certainly mean
that our deafness, blindness, or lameness can be healed. But like a house cleaner shifting furniture to reveal the dust
beneath, will he have to show us our blindness before he can heal it?

Paul was elated to know the Lord, knowing full well the difference of before and after. This Advent Sunday gives us
the opportunity to ask Jesus to show us our weakness, so that he can make us whole.

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STEWARDSHIP
The Lord said, “Pay attention to what the dishonest
judge says. Will not God then secure the rights of his
chosen ones who call out to him day and night? Will
he be slow to answer them? I tell you, he will see to
it that justice is done for them speedily. But when the
Son of Man comes, will he find faith on earth?" (Luke
18: 6-8)
The verse here is not about perpetual prayer
(praying all day long) but praying over the long haul
- day in, day out. That’s what can be hard about
prayer. We all pray now and then, but having a
regular prayer time every day can be difficult. Not
that it’s all that hard to pray. It isn’t. Prayer is usually
enjoyable. But our daily schedule can get full and
when today come to an end, we realize that our
prayer time got squeezed out again.
The key to stewardship is planned giving - giving off
the top, not “what’s left over.” We might not
think of prayer as part of our stewardship. Well, it is,
and the fate of our prayer time day after day -
whether it’s “planned giving” or “what’s left over” -
is a good measure of whether we've made
stewardship part of our lives.

Like a lot of Catholic practices, the Dawn Mass began
during the Spanish Colonial Period. Then as now, many
tenant farmers tilled the fields from dawn to dusk.
https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Simbang_Gabi when the heat
of an oppressive sun would be at its worst.

The Spanish friars eventually noticed that the farmers
would continue to attend evening novenas despite the
day’s fatigue. As a comprise, the clergy thought of
saying Mass early in the morning while it was still dark,
so that parishioners could dispense with their religious
obligations before going out to work the land.

And thus, as the rooster crowed and as the darkness
gradually gave way to light, the first Misa de Gallo
(literally “the Mass of the Rooster”) came into being.

In the centuries that followed, it would be better
known as Simbang Gabi.

Pero nuestro horario diario puede estar
lleno y cuando llega a su fin, nos damos cuenta de que
nuestro tiempo de oracién se nos pas6 de nuevo.
La clave de Una Vida de Entrega est4 planeada en dar -
dando la parte superior, no "lo que queda". Tal vez
no pensemos en la oracién como parte de nuestra Vida
de Entrega. Bueno, lo es, y el destino de nuestro tiempo
de oracion es dia tras dia - ya sea "planeando dar" o "lo
que queda" - es una buena medida de si hemos hecho
de la mayordomia parte de nuestras vidas.

REASON TO REJOICE

Dark violet is used throughout Advent to express
its character as a season of spiritual preparation for
Christmas and “the coming of the Lord.” But on the Third
Sunday of Advent, formerly known as Gaudete (Latin for
“rejoice”) Sunday, rose may be added to the liturgical
environment. The entire liturgy is infused with a spirit of
rejoicing.

Today’s first reading and Gospel proclaim the
reality of God’s saving
work in our midst. Isaiah
exuberantly describes the
idyllic transformation of
all creation as a result of
God’s presence in the
midst of the people. In the
Gospel, Jesus connects
Isaiah’s prophecy with what is happening in his own
ministry. In addition to the list of healings from Isaiah (the
blind, the lame, lepers, and the deaf), Jesus’ presence
brings two other reasons for rejoicing: “The dead are
raised, and the poor have the good news proclaimed to
them” (Matthew 11:5).

MOTIVO DE REGOCIJO

El color morado se usa durante el Adviento para expresar
el caracter de este tiempo de preparacion espiritual para la
Navidad y la “venida del Sefior”. Pero en el Tercer
Domingo de Adviento, anteriormente conocido como
Domingo Gaudete (“regocijo” en latin), se puede agregar
el color rosa al ambiente litargico. Toda la liturgia esta
impregnada de regocijo.

La primera lectura de hoy vy el
Evangelio proclaman la realidad de
la obra salvadora de Dios entre
nosotros. Isaias describe con
exuberancia la idilica
transformacion de toda la creacion
como resultado de la presencia de
Dios en medio de su pueblo. En el
Evangelio, Jesus vincula la profecia
de Isaias con lo que esta ocurriendo
en su propio ministerio. Ademas de lista de curaciones de
Isaias (los ciegos, los cojos, los leprosos y los sordos), la
presencia de Jesis ofrece otras dos razones para
regocijarnos: “Los muertos resucitan y a los pobres se les
anuncia el Evangelio” (Mateo 11:5).
