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The Pastor’s Corner

We continue with the book of Revelation as a part of our Sunday readings. Last week John described to us that in the midst of the tribulation and distress that we
share, he is drawn into the presence of one who is like a son of man—Jesus the king. Today, he describes not only himself in the presence of God: as he witnesses the
angels worshiping the lamb who was slain, he suddenly hears every creature in heaven and on earth joining in praise of Jesus. Every living being is heard crying out:
“To the one who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing and honor, glory and might, forever and ever.”

In our current experience, it’s hard to imagine a moment where everyone is united in honoring Jesus. We know skeptical neighbors, unconcerned coworkers, antago-
nistic relatives. We are familiar with a society that mocks the idea of God as it runs after other gods. The person who makes the mistake of being open about their
faith, being open that God is important to them, is laughed at and dismissed.

John shares with us a glimpse of a different moment, what for us would be the future: when the veiled God is revealed, when the authority of our creator is recognized
by every creature. This instant of recognition, the moment of discovery, is profoundly different for each individual. For some it would be a moment of rage, in being
forced to admit their littleness in the face of a vastly superior being. For many, it would be a moment of bewilderment, discovering that all they knew and valued was
upside down. For some, it would be a moment of profound joy, that the whispering hidden sense of goodness and right in fact is a reality and not an illusion.

How strange to be in that moment not as an outsider but as an insider. When the world is reeling with the discovery that those ancient Palestinian myths are true,
those superstitions of the Nazarenes are valid, a swath of the population is revealed as already being integrated into this power, through a peculiar practice called
baptism.

As Christians, we know that one day everyone will recognize that Jesus is Lord of the universe. But as Christians, we already orient our life to that truth, long before
our neighbors have discovered God—even when our neighbors persecute God’s followers. We live as ambassadors of a kingdom that has not yet been revealed, even
when our lives fall short of the glory we testify to. As Jesus in the gospel today asks the failed Peter if he loves him—and with his affirmation asks him to care for his
flock—Jesus asks us today if we love him, and will follow him, even as with Peter we fail, even as the world has not discovered the Lamb and his love.

Our celebration of Easter confirms that past, present, and future are all united in the Eternal God. Through our liturgy, Christ’s passion and triumph are present to us
today, and the future culmination of all things is already realized. As we worship God and the Lamb in our Sunday celebration, we are already joining with all of creation,
we are the catalyst for the rest of creation, to discover the joy of the Lord.

El Rincén Del Pastor

Seguimos con el libro de Apocalipsis como parte de nuestras lecturas del domingo. La semana pasada Juan nos describe que en medio de la tribulacion y la
angustia que compartimos, el es llamado a la presencia de uno que es como un hijo del hombre- Jesus el rey. Hoy en dia, él se describe no sélo en la presencia
de Dios: como él atestigua los Angeles adorando el cordero que fue sacrificado, de repente escucha todas las criaturas en el cielo y en la tierra unidos en la
alabanza a Jesus. Se escucha el canto de todo ser viviente: "Al que estd sentado en el trono y al cordero, la alabanza, el honor, la gloria y el poder por los
siglos de los siglos”.

En nuestra experiencia actual, es dificil imaginar un momento donde todos estamos unidos en honor a Jesus. Todos conocemos a vecinos escépticos,
compafieros de trabajo despreocupados y parientes antagonicos. Estamos familiarizados con una sociedad que se burla de la idea de Dios y van en busca
de otros dioses. La persona que comete el error de ser abierto sobre su fe, estar abierto a que Dios es importante para ellos, son causa de risa y de abandono.

Juan nos comparte un a un momento diferente, lo que para nosotros seria el futuro: cuando Dios fue revelado se reveld, la autoridad de nuestro creador es
reconocida por todas las criaturas. Este instante de reconocimiento, el momento del descubrimiento, es profundamente diferente para cada persona. Para
algunos seria un momento de ira, el ser obligados a reconocer su pequefiez ante un ser sumamente superior. Para muchos, seria un momento de
desconcierto, el descubrir que todo lo que sabian y valoran esta boca abajo. Para otros, seria un momento de profunda alegria, que el sentido oculto
susurrante de bondad y de derecho es realidad y no una ilusion.

Qué raro formar parte de ese momento no como un extrafio si no como un privilegiado. Cuando el mundo se tambalea con el descubrimiento de que los
antiguos mitos palestinos son ciertos, las supersticiones de los nazarenos son validas, una parte de la poblacidn es revelada como ya integrada a este poder,
a través de una practica peculiar llamada bautismo.

Como cristianos, sabemos que algun dia todos reconoceran que Jesus es el Sefior del universo. Pero como cristianos, orientamos nuestras vidas a esta
verdad, mucho antes de que nuestros vecinos hayan descubierto a Dios-incluso cuando nuestros vecinos hostigan a los seguidores de Dios. Vivimos como
embajadores de un reino que aun no ha sido revelado, incluso cuando nuestras vidas estan por debajo de la gloria de la cual damos testimonio. Como Jesus
en el Evangelio de hoy le pregunta al fallido Pedro si lo ama-y con su afirmacion le pide que cuide su rebafio-Jesus nos pregunta hoy a nosotros si lo amos y
si también lo seguimos, porque asi como Pedro fallamos, y al igual que el mundo aiin no hemos descubierto el cordero y su amor.

Nuestra celebracion de Pascua confirma que pasado, presente y futuro estan todos unidos en Dios Eterno. A través de nuestra liturgia, la pasién y triunfo
de Cristo estan hoy presente para nosotros, y ya se realiza la culminacidn futura de todas las cosas. Cuando adoramos a Dios y al cordero en nuestra
celebracion dominical, nos preparamos a unirnos con toda la creacién, nosotros somos el catalizador para el resto de la creacién, para que descubran el gozo

del Sefior.

The Gospel today sees Peter and his colleagues after
the Resurrection, returning to Galilee and resuming the
family business. They are fishing by night. Although it is
true that fish feed by night, the mention of darkness here
is more about the human spirit than it is about fishing
advice. Modern life keeps darkness effectively under
control; much of the world has been glowing radiantly
through the night for a century. Yet just as surely as the
Risen Christ breaks into Peter’s fishing, so does he break
into the usual patterns of our own darkness, electric
lights notwithstanding. It is Easter, and we are the peo-
ple of the light.

In our tradition, Evening Prayer, celebrated in mon-
asteries, parishes, cathedrals, and homes everywhere, is a
kind of solemn protest against the darkness and its
claims, an act of praise for our light-bearing God, and a
commitment to carrying that light forward. Sunset is a
turning point of our day, felt less acutely in an electrified
world, but still an effective reminder that one day dark-
ness overtakes us all. Yet our Eastering has taught us in
a hundred ways that the victory belongs to the Bearer of
Light. Easter summons us to transform our everyday
“blackouts,” perhaps in a way as simple as a whispered

prayer of thanks at evening for the blessings of the day.
