The Pastor’s Corner 
Independence Day! 
 
For us as a nation our identity and origin corresponds with being independent: while historically beginning with 
independence from the England and the Crown, it quickly defined itself as personal autonomy and self-initiative.  We 
enshrined that in our ideals of life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness (while Jefferson's earlier draft cited 'property' 
as our third fundamental right, this more ambiguous 'pursuit' replaced it). 
 
Early documents of our nation clearly saw this personal freedom as being directed to personal responsibility. 
Unfortunately, the last few decades have collapsed this to personal license: we like freedom, but merely to do what we 
want. 
 
Jesus specifically states that his mission in this world is to bring us freedom: "If you continue in my word, you are truly 
my disciples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will make you free . . . So if the Son makes you free, you will be 
free indeed" (John 8:21-36).  As a Church, we can almost take full credit for the concept of personal freedom.  But as a 
society today, we've lost the point, and therefore the meaning, of what this freedom is. 
 
This week is an ideal opportunity for us as Catholics to rediscover true independence, the invitation from our God to 
know freedom from the slavery of sin and addictions.  Living this gift, we can reveal to our neighbors the potential 
freedom can bring them.

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 TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

 As Independence Day draws near, we think of the 

men and women of the military who serve with courage 

and competence, some far from home. How does the 

Church accompany them? In 1939, Pope Pius XII created 

an independent jurisdiction of the Catholic Church 

called the “Military Vicariate.” In 1985 Pope John Paul II 

created the “Archdiocese for Military Services, USA.” 

Spanning the globe and serving nearly one and a half 

million Roman Catholics, more than one thousand 

priests minister in hospitals, on military bases of all the 

armed forces, on ships at sea, and on the battlefield. 

The AMS does not ordain priests, but accepts priests on 

loan from religious orders and dioceses. 

 In 1824 a Jesuit priest named Adam Marshall 

enlisted in the Navy and died at sea in 1825. He was 

assigned as a “schoolmaster,” but he sought out and 

ministered to Catholic sailors. Twenty years later, 

President Polk was worried that the war with Mexico 

was seen as anti-Catholic, so he recruited two Jesuit 

priests to serve in the army as chaplains. At the time of 

the Civil War, only about ten percent of Americans were 

Catholic. Military policies forced Catholic soldiers to 

attend Protestant services. The Church protested this 

rule, and many priests volunteered to become 

chaplains. Their witness and the courage of the “Nuns 

of the Battlefield” (several orders of sisters who assisted 

Civil War victims) helped temper prejudice against 

Catholics and pave the way for the life and ministry of 

this vigorous and unique archdiocese.
