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Pastor’s Corner

June 30th, 1889. It was still rough in these parts. Though forty years had passed since the discovery of gold at Sutter’s Mill
and its tsunami of pinners and miners, Northern California was very much gold country.

But 131 years ago, Patrick Manogue, a prospector himself, having found enough gold to pay for seminary in France, having
been ordained a priest, then a bishop, was now bishop of Sacramento. Having reached out to Rome to move the seat of
the diocese from Grass Valley (though his predecessor Bishop O’Connell built his church in Marysville and never felt the
need to move up the hill), Bishop Manogue undertook building a cathedral, and when your diocese is named Sacramento,
you build a cathedral to the Blessed Sacrament.

June 30th, 1889. Two years after its cornerstone had been laid, the largest church west of the Mississippi was dedicated,
our diocesan cathedral. This Sunday, while the rest of the Catholic world is celebrating the Thirteenth Sunday of Ordinary
Time, we commemorate our identity and our origin. All of our parishes in our vast diocese, stretching to the Oregon and
Nevada borders, celebrate the liturgy and readings for the Dedication of a Church, recognizing our participation in the
Diocese of Sacramento on this commemoration of our cathedral’s dedication.

The greatest treasure God has left this world is the presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, in the Blessed Sacrament. You, who
could have been living in Fargo or Albuquerque, live here instead, in the one place on the planet the Church has christened
with the name of Jesus’ true presence, his greatest gift. Today, in a moment when our world needs to discover what is
true gold, true wealth, we celebrate the gift we’ve been given in being called to Jesus in the Diocese of Sacramento and
131 years with the Cathedral of the Blessed Sacrament.

30 de junio de 1889. Todavia era duro en estas partes. Aunque habian pasado cuarenta afios desde el descubrimiento
de oro en las Minas de Sutter y su tsunami de pioneros y mineros, el norte de California era un pais de oro.

Pero hace 131 anos, Patrick Manogue, un buscador, habiendo encontrado suficiente oro para pagar su seminario en
Francia, habiendo sido ordenado sacerdote, entonces obispo, era ahora obispo de Sacramento. Después de haber
llegado a Roma para mover la sede de la didcesis de Grass Valley (aunque su predecesor el obispo O'Connell construyo
su iglesia en Marysville y nunca sinti6 la necesidad de subir la colina), el obispo Manogue emprendid la construccion
de una catedral, y cuando su didcesis es nombrada Sacramento, construye una catedral al Santisimo Sacramento.

30 de junio de 1889. Dos afios después de haberse colocado su piedra angular, se dedic6 la iglesia mas grande al oeste
del Misisipi, nuestra catedral diocesana. Este domingo, mientras el resto del mundo catélico celebra el decimotercer
domingo del tiempo ordinario, también conmemoramos nuestra identidad y nuestro origen. Todas nuestras

parroquias en nuestra vasta diocesis, que se extiende hasta las fronteras de Oregdén y Nevada, celebran la liturgia y las
lecturas para la Dedicacién de una Iglesia, reconociendo nuestra participaciéon en la Didcesis de Sacramento en esta
conmemoracion de la dedicacion de nuestra catedral.

El mayor tesoro que Dios le ha dejado a este mundo es la presencia de Jests en la Eucaristia, en el Santisimo
Sacramento. Ustedes, que podrian haber estado viviendo en Fargo o Albuquerque, viven aqui en su lugar, en el inico
lugar del planeta que la Iglesia ha bautizado con el nombre de la verdadera presencia de Jesus, su mayor don. Hoy,
en un momento en que nuestro mundo necesita descubrir lo que es el verdadero oro, la verdadera riqueza, celebramos
el don que se nos ha dado al ser llamados a Jestis en la Di6cesis de Sacramento y 131 afos con la Catedral del Santisimo
Sacramento.

SAINT JUNIPERO SERRA (1713-1784) July 1

Wiy, No one who has stood before the
guiet majesty of Mission San
Juan  Capistrano, or the
altogether different but no less
lovely Mission Dolores in San
Francisco, or any of the missions
from San Diego to Sonoma can
fail to bless the Franciscan padre
who, while not founder of each,
was inspiration for them all, Saint Junipero Serra.
Abandoning the comfortable academic life to which his
doctorate in theology entitled him, Serra journeyed to the
New World where his tireless traveling, dramatic
preaching, and penitential austerity converted thousands
of native peoples. Saving souls and celebrating the
sacraments were Padre Serra’s primary mission but not
his only one. Education in letters and crafts, trades and
agriculture transformed the people, while roads and
irrigation systems transfigured the landscape. His more
than thirty years of ministry were not free from conflict
with authorities or without controversy in the
retrospectively critical eye of history. But when John Paul
Il beatified him in 1988, he praised Padre Serra for
assisting his converts to use their new faith to advance

their true human development.

Ireneo, ademas
de maestro fue un gran pacificador, pues concilié las
tensiones entre oriente y occidente en lo referente a la
celebracion de la Pascua, en la primera luna llena de la
primavera. Movido por la necesidad, aprende los idiomas
de la regién de Francia y Alemania y va alla como su
obispo, en medio de la persecucién, donde a la postre,
murié como martir.
