The Pastor’s Corner 
Recently I read a quote from Harmon Killebrew recounting his childhood: 
 
“My father used to play with my brother and me in the yard. Mother would come out and say, ‘You’re tearing up the 
grass.’ ‘We’re not raising grass,’ Dad would reply. ‘We’re raising boys.’” 
 
When we are aspiring to who we’ll become when we’re young, we may not yet recognize that our greatest challenge 
and greatest meaning will come from offspring we haven’t even met yet.  And in a truly human fashion, the role of 
fatherhood, like motherhood, always calls us further: it never becomes a box you can check off your list.  Like Reed 
Markham said: “Being a great father is like shaving. No matter how good you shaved today, you have to do it again 
tomorrow.” 
 
As we celebrate our fathers today, and our sharing in the role of fatherhood, the men of our parish should hear with 
confidence today’s words from Saint Paul: “For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each 
may receive recompense, according to what he did in the body, whether good or evil.”  The reckoning measured out 
to us will above all be measured from our sacrifice.  To have been a father, and to have lived for wife and children, is 
to enter with assurance into the halls of achievement.
