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PASTOR’S CORNER

“I myself,” God says to us today: “I myself will look after and tend my sheep.”

What beautiful words to hear. We recognize the situation he is describing: “l will rescue them from every
place where they were scattered when it was cloudy and dark.” We have had so much turmoil, so much
uncertainty, and still so much unknown before us, and to learn that God himself will intervene to rescue
us is an overwhelming gift.

“I myself will pasture my sheep; | myself will give them rest, says the Lord God.” This is a message we
need to hear, and a message we need to confide in today. On this final Sunday of the liturgical year as we
celebrate the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe, it’s vital we recognize what his
sovereignty means for us.

In the midst of chaos, in the midst of disruption, or even intimidation, it’s very easy, natural, to collapse
into any number of human responses. We can despair, panic, or become embittered. We can isolate,
become hostile, or numb.

But our call today is far different from our natural responses. Our shepherd knows it has been dark, that
it has been cloudy, that we have been scattered. But he does not leave things as they are. Today we are
called to respond, to hear his voice, to draw near to our God, and no longer wander astray.

Today is the day to reaffirm your Faith. “I believe in One God,” we profess each Sunday: today live in the
truth that God, and his word, and his laws, and his will, are sovereign. Recognize that the chaos around
you will be drawn back as a curtain, and everyone will then recognize the truth for what it is. Be the one
who is able to able to point true north, even when all around you is askew.

“1 myself,” God says to us today, “will pasture my sheep.” Let him lead you to green pastures, the restful
waters that restore your soul.

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THE SHEPHERD KING

The job of shepherd and the job of king couldn’t be
more different from each other. Shepherds are on the
lowest rung of society, kings are at the top. But God
says, through the prophet Ezekiel, that the Messiah
will lead in a way very different from earthly
authorities who lord it over their people and cause
harm with their poor leadership.

Our King takes on the job himself. Christ, like a
shepherd, will give rest, seek out the lost, bring back
the strayed and scattered ones. He will heal the
wounded and bind up the injured. He does not
delegate, but will “shepherd them rightly.” We have
a king who cares for us and who is not afraid to
“judge between one sheep and another” (Ezekiel
34:17).

BLESSED MIGUELAGUSTIN PRO (1891-1927)
November 23

Graham Greene’s classic The Power and the Glory
immortalized Mexico’s persecuted Church of the 1920s.
But photographs of Father Pro—arms outstretched to
image Christ Crucified, kneeling in prayer before the
firing squad, crumpled dead on the ground—vividly,
visually remind us that not long ago, not far away, the
faith we take for granted cost everything! Born to a
mining family, Miguel became a Jesuit and was sent to
study Catholic labor movements in Belgium in
preparation for evangelizing Mexico’s workers. But he
returned to find a Mexico determined to annihilate
Catholicism, and, like priests before him during Roman
persecutions, England’s Reformation, and in China today,
ministered secretly to an “underground Church” until
apprehended and sentenced to the firing squad. In his final
moments, Father Pro blessed his executioners, forgave his
enemies, and shouted: “Viva el Cristo Rey!l—Long Live
Christ the King!”—his defiant, dying proclamation of
ultimate, transcendent loyalty. Father Pro’s martyrdom
reinvigorated that beleaguered Church, whose countless
faithful, never again afraid, would throng John Paul II
when he visited Pro’s beloved Mexico fifty-two years
later.

Santa Cecilia es la patrona de los musicos, pero antes de
cantar, su vida toda fue un canto para Dios. Nacio en
Roma y desde muy joven prometi6 entregarse a Dios y
permanecer casta. Su padre no penso asi y la obligd a
casarse con un no cristiano llamado Valeriano, quien no
so6lo respeto su voluntad, sino que también se hizo
cristiano. Fue él mismo quien convirtié a su hermano
Tiburcio, para luego, ser martirizados ante su negativa de
adorar a los dioses de Roma. Al ver la manera heroica en
que morian, Maximo, un cortesano se convirtio6 al
cristianismo y también lo martirizaron. Cecilia dio
sepultura cristiana a los tres, accion que le vali6 la
reprension y el juicio frente al Prefecto Almaquio, quien
al ver que no desistia de su fe mando6 que la quemaran en
el bafio de su casa, pero el fuego no le hizo nada.
Después, mando que la decapitaran y luego de golpearla
en el cuello, agonizé durante tres dias hasta que entrego
su espiritu. Fue sepultada en las catacumbas de san
Calixto.

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Question: What is Eucharistic Adoration?

Answer;

The practice of Eucharistic Adoration is a
centuries old ritual and falls within a broader
category of devotions and rituals that are
associated with the Sacrament of the Eucharist.
In a particular way, Eucharistic Adoration is an
extension of the worship and adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament that occurs in every Mass.

In a long-standing practice, a period of
Eucharistic ~ Adoration often ends with
“benediction,” the blessing of the faith with the
Blessed Sacrament. Several parishes throughout
the United States have introduced the practice of
perpetual Eucharistic Adoration, while other
communities have the custom of shorter periods
of Eucharistic Adoration. Care should always be
taken that these periods of adoration respect the
instructions outlined in Holy Communion and
Worship of the Eucharist Outside of Mass, the
liturgical book that gives the instructions for the
proper celebration of Eucharistic Adoration.

Although adoration of the Blessed Sacrament
can never take the place of Eucharistic
Communion, many Catholics find great comfort
and consolation in their prayers before the
Eucharist enshrined in the tabernacle or when it
1s exposed in the monstrance (both are equally
valid, as the Christ is not more present in one
than in the other). But when we consider our
eucharistic devotions, it is always important to
remember the fundamental connection these acts
of devotion have the celebration of the Eucharist
in the Mass and reception of Christ in

Communion.
