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PASTOR’S CORNER

Here at the parish, we've been asked about the Mass schedule as we slowly emerge from 2020's
disruption. If you've been asked them as well, or were wondering yourself, perhaps these answers can
be helpful.

When will the Mass schedule stop changing? We are continuing to adapt to the gradually
growing number of parishioners returning to Mass in person. Before the pandemic, our Sunday
Mass participation was about 3,200 parishioners. Currently we average about 700. Over the next
few months, as more and more parishioners gain the confidence to return to Mass, we'll continue
to see changes to the schedule and format. Unfortunately, this does mean that for the short term,
our dynamics will continue to shift.

Why are some Masses still outside? Many parishioners still seek out the fresh air, so for the
short term we will continue to offer an outdoor option. At this point, 8 of our 10 Masses each
week are indoors, so most of our liturgies have been moved inside, with just one Mass in each
language still being offered outdoors. We look forward to bringing all our Masses indoors as the
current disruption subsides.

Why are some Masses bilingual? With our limited participation currently, we have about one
quarter of the Mass attendance prior to Covid. With such small numbers, we want to ensure that
a liturgy is available to our whole congregation, not just a single language group. Our Saturday
vigil Mass is approaching our current indoor capacity of 200 people, but that's through combining
our whole population to be present.

As you invite your friends and family to return to the table of the Lord, perhaps these responses can
help you answer some of their questions. We'll see you at Mass!

En este punto, 8 de
nuestras 10 misas cada semana son adentro de la iglesia, y solo se ofrece una Misa en cada idioma
al aire libre. Esperamos eventualmente poder celebrar todas nuestras Misas adentro de la iglesia,
a medida que disminuya la interrupcion actual.

e ;Por qué algunas Misas son bilingiies? Con nuestra participacion limitada actualmente,
tenemos aproximadamente una cuarta parte de la asistencia en nuestras Misas antes de Covid.
Con un numero tan pequefo, queremos asegurarnos de que una liturgia esté disponible para
toda nuestra congregacién, no solo para un grupo, en un solo idioma. Nuestra Misa de vigilia del
Sabado se acerca a nuestra capacidad interior actual de 200 personas, pero eso es mediante la
combinacidon de toda nuestra poblacidn para estar presente.

Al invitar a sus amigos y familiares a regresar a la mesa del Sefior, tal vez estas respuestas puedan
ayudarles a responder algunas de sus preguntas. {Nos vemos en la Misa!

MORE ACCREDITATION NEWS
Accreditation Factor #2:

The school has used the prior accreditation findings, both
those discovered by the school and those identified by
the Visiting Committee, and other pertinent data to
ensure high achievement of all students and to drive
school improvement.

The Visiting Committee observed that St. Isidore was
somewhat effective in using prior accreditation
findings to support high achievement of all students. In
February 2014, the five critical goals were modified to
two. Goal One: Foster the academic and spiritual
development of each student by aligning to the school’s
mission and philosophy and Goal Two: Monitoring
resources and plans to ensure and support high
achievement of all students. At the time of the revisit in
January 2017, it was determined that these goals had
been met. At that time three additional goals were
established. Goal Three: Develop Professional Learning
Communities (PLCs) to enhance data analysis, develop
more  cross-curricular  activities, and increase
collaboration horizontally across the grade levels and
with the cluster group. Goal Four: Better utilize data
from the STAR Assessments and the ACT Aspire Test to
drive instruction and individualized instruction to meet
the needs of all learners. 5. Ensure differentiated
instruction by developing learning centers across the
grade levels (K-8) in the areas of language arts and
mathematics to create data driven learning
opportunities to individualize instruction to meet the
needs of all students.
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Goal three: Develop Professional Learning Communities
(PLCs) to enhance data analysis, develop more cross-
curricular  activities, and increase collaboration
horizontally across the grade levels and with the cluster
group, have not continued due to leadership and staff
changes and limitations of the pandemic. However,
weekly staff meetings have  been held to discuss
classroom issues. In addition, training in EiV, STAR
Renaissance, Accelerated Reader, Freckle, and Rosetta
Stone have provided opportunity for staff to
collaborate on curriculum and classroom practices.

Goal four: Better utilize data from the STAR Assessments
and the ACT Aspire Test to drive instruction and
individualized instruction to meet the needs of all
learners, from STAR Testing, ACT Aspire testing, AR
reading and AR math, has enabled the identification of
individual instructional needs. Training in these areas is
ongoing. More work is needed to address current
curricular needs, identify trends, and promote
collaboration.

Goal five: Ensure differentiated instruction by
developing learning centers across the grade levels (K-8)
in the areas of language arts and mathematics to create
data driven learning opportunities to individualize
instruction to meet the needs of all students, has not
been fully implemented due to leadership and staffing
changes. Some Kindergarten and elementary classes
have learning centers in language arts and mathematics.
Grades 4-8 currently do not have learning centers due
to limitations of the pandemic. This goal will
continue  through the establishment of PLCs and
continued professional development.

By use of prior accreditation findings, St. Isidore had
completed two of the original Critical Goals, stablished
three additional goals, and partially fulfilled those new
goals. Some progress has been made in the three
additional goals. However, all three require attention in
the next accreditation phase. While staffing and
leadership changes have impeded progress on the
Critical Goals, St. Isidore acknowledges the need for
further training and collaboration to complete the goals.
The self-study indicates an awareness of the
shortcomings and a commitment to address the needs.
St. Isidore School Progress Reports are filed annually at
the diocesan level and reports progress to its general
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shareholders in the form of bulletin updates, newsletter
updates, Mass announcement, and end of year Report
Cards. A full range of shareholders were involved in the
review and revision of the Mission and Vision
Statements and the new proposed SLEs.

The completion of the original two Critical Goals and the
steps taken in addressing the three additional goals,
indicate a commitment to continuous school
improvement. The continued training in STAR
Renaissance and other data analysis programs give
evidence to the school’s intentions to work toward their
goals throughout the accreditation term.

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP - RECOGNIZE GOD
IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS

Branching Out Isn’t Always What It’s Cracked Up to Be
“That’s a really beautiful tree branch. Man, would you look
at the bark on that thing? The others are real duds, but that
low-hanging branch has really got it all together.”

I’ve never heard anyone say this. Maybe I just need to hang
out with more arborists, but I can’t recall ever hearing
someone admire the particular beauty of a single branch.
When someone comments on a tree, it’s usually the whole
tree — perhaps a visual element of it, like the color of the
leaves or its height. But people don’t usually zero in on one
branch.

Maybe that’s because usually, if one branch is looking a
little weak, chances are every other branch is, too. The
Bible tells us that when we bear fruit as good everyday
stewards, it is for the Father’s glory. We are the branch on
His magnificent tree. What we have is from Him, and what
we do likewise points back to Him. We also tend to reflect
how well the other branches around us are incorporating the
nutrients coming their way. That’s all fine and good in
theory. In practice, it can be an arduous exercise in humility.
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When I do something virtuous or charitable or kind, there is
a part of me that wants to stand out for it. I think that’s true
for all of us. We’ve given of ourselves in some way or
overcome some human temptation to accomplish a little bit
of good in this world, and even though we know God sees
us, we’d really love for everyone else to see it, too. It’s a
struggle, for sure. But we need to remember that our fruit
belongs to the whole tree.
