Defining the School’s Purpose 
Accreditation Factor #4:  
The school’s purpose is defined through the school’s 
mission statement, philosophy, measurable Schoolwide 
Learning Expectations, Arch/diocesan curriculum 
standards (local curriculum standards where Arch/ 
diocesan standards don’t exist), and other governing 
authority expectations.  
 
The Visiting Committee observed that St. Isidore School is 
effective at using the mission and vision statements, the 
EiV program, the CGS, and the curriculum standards to 
provide students and shareholders with a comprehensive 
understanding of the school’s overall purpose.  The 
shareholders participated in rewriting the mission, vision, 
and SLEs to align with the virtue curriculum. SLEs are not  
currently being used in classroom assessments and 
interviews with students indicated their lack of knowledge 
of the newly created SLEs. However, rubrics are being 
developed to assess the progress of students towards the 
fulfillment of the SLEs. Parents express the success of the 
EiV program in instilling virtues at school that are 
celebrated and practiced at home. Prior to the restrictions 
of the pandemic, the students received feedback from their 
teachers on their progress toward mission as the students 
created, performed, and reflected on service plans in 
service journals. The pastor has ideals for enhancing and 
partnering in the service program as it is reinstated after 
restrictions are dropped.  
 

The lesson plans accessed by the visiting committee and 
the formative data produced by the STAR assessment 
indicate the use of CCSS aligned to diocesan standards. 
However, there was limited observable evidence of student 
objectives or standards referenced in the classroom 
setting.  

The mission and vision statements are reflective of the 
combined efforts of the parish and school to ensure the 
sustainability of a Catholic school in the community. The 
parent and parish communities are kept abreast of the 
school mission and its works by visiting the school during 
Catholic Schools Week, through announcements in 
SchoolSpeak, and in the church bulletin. The school 
purpose has gained “staying power” with the efforts made 
by the administration, pastor, staff, and parents and has 
become ingrained as students encounter and identify the 
virtues reflected in the SLEs, and standard objectives in 
their daily lessons. The Visiting Committee recognized that 
the school’s purpose is being redefined in collaboration 
with the parish through the use of the lay mission 
movement, Amazing Parish.
