Accreditation Factor #6:  
The school uses educationally sound assessment processes 
to collect data. The school disaggregates and analyzes 
student performance data and uses the analysis as a basis 
for instructional/curricular improvement.  
 
The Visiting Committee observed that St. Isidore is 
somewhat effective in data analysis to support high 
achievement of all students. STAR, ACT Aspire, Math Facts 
in a Flash, and Freckle data is referenced several times. 
While the self-study does not state evidence, the teachers 
described the informal ways the staff conferences on data. 
The school reports that their current level of data analysis 
has been sporadic and unfocused. The self-study 
references the collection and disaggregation of data 
including standardized tests, teacher created tests, and 
other tests and gives no evidence of how the data was used 
to drive educational decisions. However, the teachers 
spoke of the time set aside during staff meetings and the 
informal ways teachers meet to discuss the needs of 
students. The teachers referenced the need for more 
training and implementation of the PLCs as a means to 
properly analyze data, identify trends, and drive 
educational decisions. The Self-Study states, “Our current 
level of data analysis has been sporadic and unfocused.”  
 
This information is being shared in an effort to be 
transparent and to share how we undergo consistent self-
evaluation.  What was not shared in this statement was the 
fact that we included this accreditation factor in our Action 
Plan to improve student learning. This was a weakness we 
found ourselves and they simply validated that.

The History of the Five First Saturdays of the Month 
 
On the 13th May 1917, Our Lady first mentioned 
devotion to her Immaculate Heart to the children of 
Fatima saying “You have seen hell, where souls of 
poor sinners go.  To save them God wishes to 
establish in the world devotion to my Immaculate 
Heart.  If what I say to you is done, many souls will be 
saved and there will be peace. Spiritual Attitude 
towards the devotion:  
 
Our Lady promised that She would “assist at the hour 
of death, with the graces necessary for salvation” the 
souls who make the first five Saturdays.  However, it 
is important that the desire to console Our Lady’s 
Immaculate Heart by making reparation and growing 
in holiness is the main motivation for the practice.  To 
underline this fact, Our Lord told Sr Lucia: “It is true, 
my daughter, that many souls begin the First 
Saturdays, but few finishes them, and those who do 
complete them do so in order to receive the graces 
that are promised thereby. It would please me more if 
they did Five with fervour and with the intention of 
making reparation to the Heart of your heavenly 
Mother, than if they did Fifteen, in a tepid and 
indifferent manner...” (15th February 1926) 

Why five Saturdays? 
Our Lord told Sr Lucia that the 5 Saturdays represent 
the offences against the Immaculate Heart of Mary. 
“My daughter, the reason is simple. There are five 
types of offenses and blasphemies committed against 
the Immaculate Heart of Mary: 

1. Blasphemies against the Immaculate 
Conception; 

2. Blasphemies against Her Virginity; 
3. Blasphemies against Her Divine Maternity, in 

refusing at the same time to recognize Her as 
the Mother of men; 

4. The blasphemies of those who publicly seek to 
sow in the hearts of children, indifference, or 
scorn or even hatred of this Immaculate 
Mother; 

5. The offenses of those who outrage Her directly 
in Her holy images.  

 
Here, my daughter, is the reason why the Immaculate  
Heart of Mary inspired Me to ask for this little act of 
reparation.

6. Sinners will find in My Heart the source and 

infinite ocean of mercy. 
7. Lukewarm souls shall become fervent. 
8. Fervent souls shall quickly mount to high 

perfection. 
9. I will bless every place in which an image of My 

Heart is exposed and honored. 
10. I will give to priests the gift of touching the most 

hardened hearts. 
11. Those who shall promote this devotion shall 

have their names written in My Heart. 
12. I promise you in the excessive mercy of My 

Heart that My all powerful love will grant to all 
those who receive Holy Communion on the First 
Fridays in nine consecutive months the grace of 
final perseverance; they shall not die in My 
disgrace, nor without receiving their 
sacraments. My divine Heart shall be their safe 
refuge in this last moment. 
 

The Church grants a Plenary indulgence to those who 
attend Mass and receive Communion in honor of The 
Sacred Heart of Jesus on the First Friday of each 
month for nine (9) consecutive months.
