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Pastor’s Corner

He is here!

On this Sunday of Corpus Christi, we celebrate the truth at the heart of our Catholic Faith. This truth is that God
exists. And that he has entered into our world. And that having died for us and risen again, he has not left us.

He is here.

As Catholics, we believe that the Second Person of the Trinity is fully and personally present with us in the
Eucharist. As our terminology clarifies, in the Eucharist, Jesus is with us in his body and blood, soul and
divinity. What our vocabulary is attempting to communicate is that Jesus is not diminished when he encounters
us in communion, but that he is here completely.

What about another word: condescension? In everyday conversation, that is a bad thing. It means talking down
at someone. But in Eucharistic theology, the same word has a very different meaning. We say Jesus condescends
to be with us, which means leaping downward to meet us where we are, and becoming even littler than we are
so that we're not apprehensive about approaching him.

Jesus is here. He wants to connect with us, be with us, support us and strengthen us. On today's celebration of
Corpus Christi, we can wake up to this truth, and stop fighting to get through each day on our own. Jesus is
here. For a Catholic, every moment is meant to be lived in strength and love.

He is here.

Consider Him:

Having become aware of Jesus, we reflect on the
reality of who He really is, as revealed to us in
Scripture. Jesus came into the world to enter into our
humanity fully. No matter what way we feel, there is
something in Jesus’ life that each of us can relate to.
For instance, if we feel fearful, we recall Jesus’ fear in
Gethsemane, when He prayed, ‘My Father, if it is
possible, let this cup pass me by’(Matthew 26:39). If]
we are burdened, we hear His invitation, ‘Come to me,
all you who labour and are overburdened, and 1 will
give you rest’ (Matthew 11:28-29). If we are worried
about the future, we can bear in mind Jesus’ words, ‘I
am telling you not to worry about your life and what
you are to eat, nor about your body and how you are to
clothe it. Look at the birds in the sky. Are you not worth
much more than they are?” (Matthew 6:25-26) Seeing
afresh how Jesus works in people’s lives, we can talk
with Him about our life situation, and so form a
relationship with Him.
