PASTOR’S CORNER 

 
As we enter October, we are fully a quarter of the way into our fiscal year.  July 1st started the calendar on our current 
finances, and here at Saint Isidore’s we find ourselves in a precarious position. 
 
While for the last two years we’ve been bludgeoned by the shutdowns created by the Covid pandemic, we’ve stayed afloat 
because of the artificial infusion created by the federal government, which provided the Paycheck Protection Program.  This 
has been a godsend because it’s kept our checking account in the black for two years straight. 
 
But with the termination of this outside federal help, we return to the fundamental source of our financial health: support 
from families and parishioners right here in Yuba City. 
 
Unfortunately, now that we are a quarter of the way into the current year, we can see that we are falling behind by about 
$10,000 each month.  This means our account balances are quickly draining. 
 
As a parish community we were never meant to survive because of the whim of bureaucrats in D.C.  Instead, we rise and 
fall based on our own families’ support. 
 
Later this month we will hold our Stewardship Weekend, which will give us a chance to reconsider each of our 
commitments of time, talent and treasure, personal commitments of prayer, service, and financial support.  But prior to 
that date we can recognize the financial crisis our parish is in, and reconsider what we are able to contribute personally to 
ensure our parish fulfills its mission here in Yuba City.

Al entrar en Octubre, hemos completado una cuarta parte de nuestro año fiscal. El 1 de Julio inició el calendario de nuestras 
finanzas actuales, y aquí en San Isidro nos encontramos en una posición precaria. 
 
Si bien durante los últimos dos años hemos sido golpeados por los cierres por la pandemia, nos hemos mantenido a flote 
debido a la infusión artificial creada por el gobierno federal, que proporcionó el Programa de Protección de Cheques de 
Pago. Esto ha sido un regalo del cielo porque mantuvo nuestra cuenta corriente en números negros durante dos años 
seguidos. 
 
Pero con la terminación de esta ayuda federal externa, volvemos a la fuente fundamental de nuestra salud financiera: el 
apoyo de las familias y los feligreses aquí mismo en Yuba City. 
 
Desafortunadamente, ahora que estamos a una cuarta parte del año, podemos ver que nos estamos quedando atrás con 
aproximadamente $10,000 cada mes.

Como comunidad parroquial, nunca fuimos destinados a sobrevivir debido a la ayuda de los burócratas en D.C. En cambio, 
nos levantamos y caemos dependiendo del apoyo de nuestras propias familias. 
 
A finales de este mes tendremos nuestro Fin de Semana de la Entrega, que nos dará la oportunidad de reconsiderar cada 
uno de nuestros compromisos de tiempo, talento y tesoro, compromisos personales de oración, servicio y apoyo 
financiero. Pero antes de esa fecha podemos reconocer la crisis financiera en la que se encuentra nuestra parroquia y 
reconsiderar lo que podemos contribuir personalmente para asegurar que nuestra parroquia cumpla su misión aquí en 
Yuba City.

St. Francis of Assisi | Feast Day October 4 
 
St. Francis of Assisi (1181 – 1226) left a life of luxury 
for a life devoted to Christianity after reportedly 
hearing the voice of God, who commanded him to 
rebuild the Christian church and live in poverty. He 
founded the men's Order of Friars Minor, the women's 
Order of St. Clare, the Third Order of St. Francis and 
the Custody of the Holy Land. 
 
Born in 1181 in Italy, St. Francis of Assisi was 
renowned for drinking and partying as a youth. During 
a military expedition/battle between Assisi and 
Perugia, he was captured and imprisoned for ransom. 
He spent nearly a year in prison and began receiving 
visions from God. After his release from prison, St. 
Francis of Assisi claimed to have heard the voice of 
Christ, who told him to restore the Christian Church 
and live a life of poverty. As a result, St. Francis of 
Assisi abandoned his life of luxury and became a 
devotee of the Catholic faith. 
 
Today, St. Francis of Assisi, known for his deep love of 
nature and animals, is the patron saint of the 
environment and animals. Each October, many 
animals are blessed on his feast day.
