PASTOR’S CORNER 

 
When in life can you be judged?  For many of us the last time someone could appraise us was when we 
were in school, and each teacher could grade us on a ranked scale. 
 
While different careers can bring different forms of assessment, school was vivid in how it reduced all 
our efforts to a letter grade. 
 
James and John in our Gospel passage today recognize how important this judgement is, and want to 
get an assurance they’ll ace the class before the course even begins. 
 
Jesus corrects them by warning them how difficult the coursework is, and we would benefit by hearing 
that same advice: our grades are not guaranteed. 
 
As Jesus invites James and John to join him in the path of service, he is ultimately inviting them into 
suffering.  Do we understand that today, that to serve others ultimately means to suffer?  And if we are 
faced with suffering, are we still attentive to our final grade, or does our scope collapse to today’s 
hardship? 
 
If there’s anything we’ve forgotten in 2,000 years, it may be that anything worthwhile takes effort, or 
even pain.  Jesus doesn’t shy away from that truth, either in his word or example.  As we recognize that 
we are defined by our ability to love, to serve, and to suffer, can we recommit to this fundamental call?
