PASTOR’S CORNER 
 
Every year, three celebrations follow in a row in our Church calendar.  Built as a triad, they each echo 
what the other event reveals. 
 
First we celebrated Epiphany, where the light of Christ is revealed to the nations as the Magi arrive 
from distant lands.  Then last Sunday's Baptism of the Lord revealed Jesus as the beloved Son of the 
Father.  And third, today’s liturgy brings Jesus’ first miracle, the changing of water into wine at the 
wedding feast of Cana. 
 
John in his gospel names this the first of Jesus’ signs, the public acts that reveal who he is.  So three 
consecutive moments let us know something special has come to us in Jesus: his Epiphany, his 
Baptism, and his first miracle. 
 
Today you’ll also notice the green vestments of Ordinary Time at Mass.  We’re beginning our journey 
that will take us all the way to the end of the year.  The light from this launch can carry us through the 
year if we advance with what Jesus shares.  In these three events he’s revealed that he brings us grace 
and glory from heaven: we are not supposed to live 2022 on our own efforts, but with the light he 
brings. 
 
Today, as Jesus transforms water into wine through his will, ask what his will is for your life.  What 
does he want to introduce in this new year?
