We had an ordinary moment this last week—and it was extraordinary! The bishop of a diocese is known as the
ordinary, and we had a visit from our bishop this last Sunday. In a normal world (the one you’ve forgotten, a pre-
Covid, non-pandemic, shutdown free world) a visit from the bishop involves a special occasion, like parish
confirmations, the installation of a pastor, or some other milestone.

But in the disrupted moment we live in now, you should expect the unexpected. Bishop Soto, with his schedule
similarly capsized, reached out earlier in the week to offer to celebrate our 1:00 Sunday Mass. We told him we
already had plans and he was welcome to try again later—actually we let him know that would work great, and
he joined us for our outdoor Mass in front of the parish hall.

The weather cooperated and allowed families and parishioners to gather on the grass for the surprise of seeing
not only Father Cormac, but also the pastor, and then an unexpected visitor process in.

Perhaps one of the worst, if not the worst, aspects of this current twilight zone is separation from others. As
protocols and directives, mandates and orders, result in isolation, connection becomes the most urgent priority
to counteract the harm of these months.

For me as pastor it was so encouraging to see our pastor, the bishop of our diocese, do exactly that by traveling
up to Yuba City to be with us in person. His words of teaching, guidance and return to the Scriptures of the day
were such a boost to our gathered congregation.

Follow the lead of our ordinary: do what is extraordinary. Look at how, inventively, creatively, imaginatively, you
can reach out to others, making connections, establishing contacts to counteract the toxin of this soul crushing
2020. From the beginning of Genesis God has stated, “It is not good for man to be alone.” Even before we make
our New Year’s resolutions, we can decide to believe our God, follow our bishop, and enter into community.

3rd Sunday of Advent

Did you ever stop and realize that there is no earthly gain
that can ever really satisfy us? Think of winning the
Lotto. On this side of the winning ticket, it’s all about the
money, the new car, house, vacations, bank accounts, and
infinite pleasures. The possibility of acquiring all of these
earthly securities brings us back again and again to the
purchase of a ticket. Then, one day we win! Our dreams
are fulfilled, and happiness is on the horizon. Then one
day, we wake up and realize that nothing has really
changed, and I am not as satisfied as I thought I was or
would be. I find myself living in my incompleteness and
with my profound sorrow and grief. I did not find joy.

Glimpses of joy are possible but not by material means.
They are brought to us through incredible experiences of
connection that bring us face to face with real and
authentic faith, hope, and love. And, they are glimpses
and do not last. The moment we find ourselves looking
back at them, they are gone, and we find ourselves
remembering the moment in memory. To carry joy within
us is to realize that it is not something I create,
manufacture or even acquire. It is not able to be
purchased. It is a gift. My need for joy mirrors my need
for eternity, for a Creator who has a claim on the very
essence of who I am and desires a home within me. As C.
S. Lewis discovered, joy is a surprise that speaks to my
very soul and is given as gift by the God who loves me.

The beauty of Advent is found in discovering the beauty
of the gift of joy. God has visited his people for no other
reason than to show them where and how to find joy! All
of our human and earthly joy experiences are always only
glimpses. They never satisfy us, sustain us or fulfill us. It
is only God who is the joy of my soul. Real, Divine
experiences of joy catch us off guard, make us stop and
become aware, bring a feeling of awe and rightness and
have an eternal Otherness about them. Nothing created
by humans can ever come close to this. We probably will
not fully realize the truth of all of this until we actually
meet God face to face in heaven one day. Then, in that
sacred moment when our hearts leap for joy we will
understand what we have been tirelessly searching for all

along. Intense gratitude will most surely follow.
