Even as Covid continues to turn everything sideways,
and a lot of our summer activities are mothballed, the fresh air and sunlight of Northern California are an
invitation to adventure.

If you have been out in the summer sun, our first reading from Isaiah can take on a new richness. The Lord gives
us a beautiful promise, shares abundance with us as he says, “All you who are thirsty, come to the
water!” Sometimes amidst our modern comforts we can forget what a gift water can be, but if you’ve been out
in the heat, you know what being thirsty is.

As God calls us to the banquet of life, he also warns us how we can be derailed: “Why spend your money for
what is not bread, your wages for what fails to satisfy?” You can work hard, save up, and throw it all away by
focusing on the wrong thing. Our world gets our attention, gets us to panic, gets us caught up, and next thing
we know we’ve poured ourselves and all we have into something worthless.

This is the blessing of our liturgy and our prayer: God keeps bringing us back to the truth so we can correct our
course. He wants to give us the best, and by hearing again the Word of God, by listening to him today, we can
get rid of the habits, priorities and distractions that are robbing us of relief and renewal in our Creator.

Listen, that you may have life. Isaiah today knows we could be thriving, and knows where we can find this key
to fulfillment. How good that we can hear this word and let it redirect our course.

OUR DEEPEST NEEDS

The word of God serves up a tremendous feast for us
today. Isaiah beckons all who hunger and thirst to come
to the Lord for satisfaction. The psalmist cries out, “The
hand of the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs”
(Psalm 145:16). Saint Paul tells us that nothing can
separate us from the love of God. Finally, in the Gospel,
we hear the story of the miraculous feeding of over five
thousand people from a mere five loaves and two fish.
Most of us have our material needs met on a day-to-day
basis. These scriptures, nevertheless, have much to say
to the contemporary believer. We must ask ourselves,
“Where are my deepest hungers? Where are my thirsts?”
After material needs are satisfied and, in some cases,
over-satisfied, many people still experience a deep
longing for spiritual balance and well-being. As the loaves
and fish are multiplied in today’s Gospel, perhaps our
prayer can be a longing for the satisfaction of the deepest

needs that only God can fill.
