Pastor’s Corner  
 

Holy Week begins!  Now we walk with Jesus, first in joyful welcome as he enters Jerusalem as triumphant king, 
and then in the intimacy of the Upper Room, to the darkness of the Garden of Olives, to the bleakness of Calvary, 
to the stillness of a small tomb in a garden. 
 
Holy Week holds particular meaning for us after we were prevented from gathering last year during the Covid 
shutdowns.  In celebrating Jesus' Paschal mysteries this year, we fold in all of our experiences of this past year, 
including our losses, setbacks and sorrows.  Just as the Father was fully present to all of Jesus' suffering, so also 
is our God to us as we commend into his sanctifying hands all we have passed through. 
 
Holy Week calls us deeper, and one of the most significant gifts of that depth is joy.  Like the waters of a lake, 
whether Tahoe or Galilee, even as winds whip the surface into chop, the deeper you go the less the water is 
disturbed.  As our Father draws us more deeply into the mysteries of Jesus' love, we discover that even as we 
have been agitated at the surface, joy abides through it all. 
 
Holy Week, which leads us through moments found in the Luminous, Sorrowful and Glorious mysteries of the 
rosary, shows us that joy is found in them all.  Even, and especially, as we see Jesus' blood pouring forth from his 
pierced heart, we know that these deeds of Jesus are not for our diminishment but for our fulfillment.  As you 
enter into these moments of Jesus' life, and see them reflected in your own life, begin to sense the joy God is 
introducing. 
 
Holy Week is our moment to discover that our God has worked mightily, and is at work in our lives today.  A lot 
has tried to grab our attention over the past twelve months, but now we rediscover that love holds us together, 
that God has always had more in store for us.

¡La Semana Santa empieza! Ahora caminamos con Jesús, primero en gozosa bienvenida al entrar en Jerusalén 
como rey triunfante, y luego en la intimidad del Cenáculo, a la oscuridad del Huerto de los Olivos, a la desolación 
del Calvario, a la quietud de una pequeña tumba en un jardín. 
 
La Semana Santa tiene un significado particular para nosotros después de que se nos impidió reunirnos el año 
pasado durante el shutdown de Covid. Al celebrar los misterios pascuales de Jesús este año, incorporamos todas 
nuestras experiencias del año pasado, incluidas nuestras pérdidas, reveses y dolores. Así como el Padre estuvo 
plenamente presente en todo el sufrimiento de Jesús, así también es nuestro Dios para nosotros cuando 
encomendamos en sus manos santificadoras todo lo que hemos pasado.

La Semana Santa es nuestro momento para descubrir que nuestro Dios ha obrado poderosamente y está obrando 
en nuestras vidas hoy. Mucho ha tratado de captar nuestra atención durante los últimos doce meses, pero ahora 
redescubrimos que el amor nos mantiene unidos, que Dios siempre ha tenido más para nosotros.

In her Diary, St. Faustina records our Lord's 
promises of  specific, extraordinary graces: “I want to 
grant a complete pardon to the souls that will go to 
Confession and receive Holy Communion on the Feast 
of  My mercy” (1109). To receive these graces, the only 
condition is to receive Holy Communion worthily on 
Divine Mercy Sunday (or the Vigil celebration) by 
making a good confession beforehand and staying in the 
state of  grace and trusting in His Divine Mercy. *A 
plenary indulgence, obtained by fulfilling the usual 
conditions, also is available. Keep in mind that, to 
fittingly observe the Feast of  Mercy, we should: 1. 
Celebrate the Feast on the Sunday after Easter. 2. 
Sincerely repent of  all our sins. 3. Place our complete 
trust in Jesus.

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EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP - RECOGNIZE 
GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS 
Walk Every Step with Christ 
 
Holy Week is a week for being mindful. We must set 
loose the baggage of Lent, and not be deterred by the 
dazzling sunrise of Easter morning beckoning in the 
distance. 
It’s okay for us to be excited for Easter. We’ve waited 
so long, after all. In my opinion it’s one of the best 
feelings there is: the yearning we have in our hearts 
for the Resurrection as we embark on Palm Sunday. 
And in a purely logical sense, many of us have Easter 
celebrations for which we are preparing, and practical 
considerations to contend with. It’s going to be a busy 
week, one likely full of happy distractions. But my 
friends, we simply must keep our feet on the ground. 
Let’s not “skip” Holy Week. Resist the urge to flip to 
the last page of the book, to fast-forward to the final 
scene of the movie.

This week is a blessed opportunity. It is this week that 
teaches us who we are. In the span of the Triduum, 
we have the birthday of the priesthood, the institution 
of the Eucharist, the sacrifice on Calvary and so many 
other vivid and meaningful scenes. 
 
It may sound strange, to advise someone to savor the 
moments of Holy Week. There are so many violent 
and heartrending moments, after all. But this is the 
valley of tears, remember — we are not in Heaven 
yet. And here, in our fallen, sin-filled world, it is the 
heartrending moments that seem to matter the most. 
These are the moments that define us as Catholics. 
Live them. Cherish them. Be present for each one.
