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Pastor’s Corner

Jesus fasted for 40 days. It turns out, Elijah fasted for 40 days. When he was walking to Mount Horeb (Sinai’s later name) where he
would hear the whispering voice of God who is close to us, he travels through the desert for 40 days without eating. But it turns out, the
original guy who thought it would be a good idea to go 40 days without eating was Moses.

Moses fasts for 40 days—not once, but twice. In Exodus 24, after Moses has received today’s Ten Commandments, Moses enters the
cloud on top of Mount Sinai (echoes of last Sunday’s gospel, anyone?) and remains there for forty days and forty nights. But as you
remember, the people’s behavior while he was up there was not good: they forge an idol which they begin to worship. Moses climbs back
up the mountain to fast forty days a second time in repentance for sin: “Then | lay prostrate before the Lord as before, forty days and forty
nights; | neither ate bread nor drank water, because of all the sin which you had committed, in doing what was evil in the sight of the Lord,
to provoke him to anger" (Dt 9:18).

Moses fasts both in receiving God’s law, and in repentance for breaking God's law. It appears God'’s law, and obeying his law, is a big
deal. Today in our first reading we hear the proclamation of the Ten Commandments, the cornerstone of the God'’s law for his people. Law,
and obedience, are terms with low value today. While Americans value independence and the casting off of tyranny, this virtue can be
taken to the extreme. Satan’s fundamental declaration is, “Non serviam”, | will not serve.

Obedience, for us as Catholics, is at the core of our identity, because we believe in love. We love God, God loves us, we know he knows
us and our destiny, so his words to us are to lift us up. To want what God wants: that's who we are. And since he’s expressed his will in
his word, his word is our guidance—our command.

This makes Catholics look very weird in the eyes of others. We believe that Jesus sums up all of God’s words, so we obey Jesus. We
believe Jesus established his kingdom on the rock of Saint Peter, so we obey the pope. As individuals (and as parishes) we obey the
Church, whose leadership is found in the bishops.

What about democracy? What about all of us getting a voice—and a vote? The modern world, at least in the secular west, professes
that democratic decisions are the only valid ones, and the world looks over at us believing that God has a preference and he expresses
that preference through the magisterium: a group of guys embodied locally in our bishop of Sacramento, Bishop Jaime Soto. This is one
of the main reasons why the Church is so toxic to modern sentiments: we say we do what we do because God told us, and that we know
this higher power’s will through a small group of seemingly indistinctive humans.

Our forty days of fasting is a return to that obedience. We repent for how we have sinned: for how we haven't obeyed. Fasting is a
powerful form of intercession, of praying for things we are hoping for. But it is even more fundamentally an expression of us recognizing
we've done the wrong things, we've chosen the wrong things, and we don’t want to be on the wrong side of God any more.

As the Church this month enters into the one year anniversary of Masses being shut down around the world, many could see these 12
months as being the mortal wound that will extinguish the Faith. As “two weeks” and “flatten the curve” gave way to renewed restrictions
and ongoing impingements, emotions began to flare. Sorrow, resentment, and shock gave way in many cases to rebellion. Rebellion is
good when it is a stand against injustice: Saint Thomas Aquinas tells us that an unjust law is a species of violence (Summa Theologiae,
I-I1, q. xciii, art. 3, ad 2m). This is why we stand against legal abortion in this nation. But Aquinas is specifically referring to human laws. As
Catholics we believe we interact not only with human rulings, but that we are in contact with the law of God, revealed to us through his
Church, guided through the centuries by the successors to the apostles.

We want to see our Church revived. Our fasting for 40 days is our admission that we panicked, we built a golden calf instead of trusting
in God, and now we want to rely on him and his word again. Seeing the people of God at risk of being blotted out, we fast that we might
return to obedience and deliverance.

JesUs ayund durante 40 dias. Resulta que Elias ayund durante 40 dias. Cuando caminaba hacia el Monte Horeb (el nombre posterior de
Sinai) donde escucharia la voz susurrante de Dios que esta cerca de nosotros, viaja por el desierto durante 40 dias sin comer. Pero
resulta que el tipo original que penso6 que seria una buena idea pasar 40 dias sin comer fue Moisés.

Moisés ayuna durante 40 dias, no una, sino dos veses. En Exodo 24, después de que Moisés recibio los Diez Mandamientos que tenemos
hoy, Moisés entra en la nube en la cima del Monte Sinai (; alguien recuerda el evangelio del Domingo pasado?) Y permanece alli durante
cuarenta dias y cuarenta noches. Pero como recordaras, el comportamiento de la gente mientras él estaba alla arriba no fue bueno:
forjaron un idolo al que empezaron a adorar. Moisés vuelve a subir a la montafia para ayunar cuarenta dias por segunda vez en
arrepentimiento por el pecado: “Entonces me postraré ante el Sefior como antes, cuarenta dias y cuarenta noches; No comi pan ni bebi
agua, a causa de todo el pecado que habéis cometido, haciendo lo malo ante los ojos del Sefior, para provocarle a ira"(Dt 9,18).

Moisés ayuna tanto al recibir la ley de Dios como al arrepentirse por violar la ley de Dios. Parece que la ley de Dios, y obedecer su ley,
€s un gran problema. Hoy en nuestra primera lectura escuchamos la proclamacion de los Diez Mandamientos, la piedra angular de la ley
de Dios para Su pueblo. La ley y la obediencia son términos de poco valor en la actualidad. Si bien los Estadounidenses valoran la
independencia y el abandono de la tirania, esta virtud puede llevarse al extremo. La declaracién fundamental de Satanas es, "Non
serviam," no serviré.

La obediencia, para nosotros como Catolicos, esta en el centro de nuestra identidad, porque creemos en el amor. Amamos a Dios, Dios
nos ama, sabemos que El nos conoce y conoce nuestro destino, por lo que Sus palabras para nosotros son para levantarnos. Querer lo
que Dios quiere: eso es lo que somos. Y dado que ha expresado Su voluntad en Su palabra, Su palabra es nuestra guia, nuestro mandato.

Esto hace que los Catélicos se vean muy extrafios en los ojos de los demas. Creemos que Jesus resume todas las palabras de Dios, por
eso obedecemos a Jesus. Creemos que JesUs establecid Su reino sobre la roca de San Pedro, por eso obedecemos al Papa. Como
individuos (y como parroquia) obedecemos a la Iglesia, cuyo liderazgo se encuentra en los obispos.

¢Y la democracia? ;Qué pasa con todos nosotros obteniendo una voz y un voto? El mundo moderno, al menos en el occidente secular,
profesa que las decisiones democraticas son las Unicas validas, y el mundo nos mira creyendo que Dios tiene una preferencia y El
expresa esa preferencia a través del magisterio: un grupo de hombres personificados localmente en nuestro obispo de Sacramento, el
Obispo Jaime Soto. Esta es una de las principales razones por las que la Iglesia es tan toxica para los sentimientos modernos: decimos
que hacemos lo que hacemos porgue Dios nos lo dijo, y que conocemos la voluntad de este poder superior a través de un pequefio grupo
de humanos aparentemente indistintos.

Nuestros cuarenta dias de ayuno son un regreso a esa obediencia. Nos arrepentimos por nuestro pecado: por nuestro incumplimiento.
El ayuno es una forma poderosa de intercesion, de rezar por las cosas que esperamos. Pero es incluso mas fundamentalmente una
expresion de nosotros reconociendo que hemos hecho las cosas incorrectas, hemos elegido las cosas incorrectas y ya no queremos
estar del lado equivocado de Dios.

A medida que la Iglesia este mes entra en el primer aniversario del cierre de las Misas en todo el mundo, muchos podrian ver estos 12
meses como la herida mortal que extinguiré la Fe. A medida que "dos semanas" y "aplanar la curva" dieron paso a nuevas restricciones
y continuos impactos, las emociones comenzaron a estallar. El dolor, el resentimiento y la conmocion dieron paso en muchos casos a la
rebelion. La rebelion es buena cuando se opone a la injusticia: Santo Toméas de Aquino nos dice que una ley injusta es una especie de
violencia (Summa Theologiae, I-Il, g. Xciii, art. 3, ad 2m). Por eso nos oponemos al aborto legal en esta nacion. Pero Aquino se refiere
especificamente a las leyes humanas. Como Catdlicos, creemos que interactuamos no solo con las decisiones humanas, sino que
estamos en contacto con la ley de Dios, revelada a nosotros a través de Su Iglesia, guiada a través de los siglos por los sucesores de
los apostoles.

Queremos que nuestra Iglesia reviva. Nuestro ayuno durante 40 dias es nuestra admision de que nos entro el panico, construimos un
becerro de oro en lugar de confiar en Dios, y ahora queremos confiar en El y en Su palabra nuevamente. Al ver que el pueblo de Dios
corre el riesgo de ser borrado, ayunamos para volver a la obediencia y la liberacion.

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

March 7, 2021

3rd Sunday of Lent

Many prefer a “create as you go” approach to life where laws
and protocols primarily exist to secure and protect liberties
rather than dictate and outline proper and right behavior. There
are no real benchmarks for acceptable ethical and moral
behavior, with a “you can’t tell me what to do” attitude
prevailing. Parents are even limited in what they can request
of their children, and dealing with threatening behaviors,
especially from adults, are a challenge as well. Acceptable and
expected conduct seems to amount to safeguarding each
other’s space rather than increasing awareness of necessary
relationships that require a more refined and higher response.
We have lost our axis to the world of “anything goes” and no
longer see the Ten Commandments as practical and wise
guideposts to effective living. We live on “relativism island”
where only a possible suggestion to “love and do not harm”
may be the only standard able to be preached. While Jesus
most certainly emphasized love above anything else, it was
never about warm fuzzy feelings or halfhearted humanitarian
efforts. The love of which Jesus spoke establishes an intimate
connection with God, neighbor, self, and creation. Because this
love, who is God Himself, is at the foundational core of our
lives, it demands actions and attitudes that serve to build up,
increase, and free up those relationships. Love requires proper
conduct. Preserving and enhancing these love centered
relationships is at the heart of the Ten Commandments (and the
Beatitudes) and the reason for Jesus’ display of anger in the
temple.

The Ten Commandments can save the world from turmoil and
conflict by instilling basic moral and relational principles
within us. They also hold a healthy sense of sin in balance and
always remind us of our relationship with God and the freedom
God offers. Our faith preserves these jewels of truth that we
often look beyond, dismiss altogether, or seek to remove from
public view. Human beings can be so arrogant at times. Our
Lenten journey, especially when embarked upon with sincerity
and resolve, can restore all of our essential relationships. When
we get absorbed in life’s preoccupations and demands, things
can quickly get distorted and we can find ourselves way off
track. In short, we find ourselves in sin. Humanity is losing a
sense of both grace and sin. We need both to understand what
is real and true. Until we do, the oppressive systems and
ideologies that hurt so many will never change. We will never
change. We are grateful for those courageous souls who
willingly embrace the conversion and hard work Lent demands
and stand against antiquated systems and ideologies. They give
us hope that all is not lost.

Parents Just Don’t Understand

Anybody remember the old rap song by the Fresh Prince,
aka Will Smith, “Parents Just Don’t Understand?” As we
grow up, it is sometimes a struggle for us to imagine that
our parents understand us. It can seem impossible that Mom
and Dad remember the stress of exam week or peer
pressure. We never saw them as children; we never saw their
disappointed faces when they weren’t invited to a party, or
their dashed hopes at a bad test grade. We never saw them
homesick their first week of college or nervous to ask their
crush to Homecoming.

We’re often the same way about God. We gripe about what
He asks of us. “He doesn’t understand sin — he’s all-good,”
we think. “He doesn’t understand temptation — He is
perfect.”

In Scripture, God can be very much a father, telling us what
we can and cannot do. And yet, in His divine genius, He is
sometimes simply a man at a well, asking for a drink.

For me, it turns out I didn’t need to tell my parents anything
about what I was going through as a kid — they knew
already. What I needed was for them to tell me what to do,
and how to do it.

Similarly, we don’t need to tell God about human nature.
We need God to tell us about His nature. He’s good enough
to ask us for a drink, to enter into our humanity. But we have
to remember, for our own sakes, to have the humility to ask
Him for something, too — the water that will quench our

eternal thirst.
