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PASTOR’S CORNER

Life is difficult. You already know that. Life brings blows and setbacks that challenge us to continue.
Today’s readings are for us, who know the winding road with its trials.

Isaiah describes the obstacles in front of us, the ravines and chasms and the insurmountable hurdles. But he
describes them from a startling point of view. “Every valley shall be filled in,” he declares: “Every mountain and hill
shall be made low.” This redefining of our map occurs because of a fundamental change. The glory of the Lord,
he tells us, is now breaking into our world.

“Here comes with power,” Isaiah announces, “the Lord God, who rules by his strong arm; here is his reward with
him, his recompense before him.” Advent challenges us with an interruption of our experience: we know what life
has been like—will we accept a dramatic change breaking in from outside?

The Gospel today describes a moment of interruption: John the Baptist appears in the desert, announcing a dramatic
change. He describes the arrival of one who will baptize us with the Holy Spirit, who will bring the Spirit of God
into our lives.

This Second Sunday of Advent poses a question to us: are we willing to respond to profound change in our lives,
even if it doesn’t match our lived experience? Saint Peter in our second reading describes everything around us
melting away, the heavens dissolved in flames and the world around us melted by fire. We are asked to recognize the
world around us as real, but not as the only reality. Our experience is valid, but it is not the whole picture.

Live in the light of glory. Our world, our lives, are full of shadows, but this Advent Season tells us of a king, a king
who is arriving who changes everything. It would be completely understandable if we insisted this dark world was
all there was, because it’s all we’ve ever known. It would also be wrong. Isaiah, Peter, John the Baptist today call us
to a bigger reality, one which can transform how we live today.

Live in the light of Glory. Let the Christ shine in your life.

Isafas describe los obstaculos frente a nosotros, los barrancos y abismos y los obstaculos insuperables. Pero los
describe desde un punto de vista sorprendente. ""Todo valle se rellenara," declara: "Todo monte y collado se
rebajard." Esta redefinicién de nuestro mapa se produce debido a un cambio fundamental. La gloria del Sefior, nos
dice, ahora esta irrumpiendo en nuestro mundo.

“Aqui viene con poder,” anuncia Isafas, “el Sefior Dios, que gobierna con su brazo fuerte; aqui esta su recompensa
con €l, su recompensa delante de é1.” El Adviento nos desafia con una interrupcién de nuestra experiencia:
sabemos como ha sido la vida, ¢aceptaremos un cambio dramatico que se produzca desde afuera?

El Evangelio de hoy describe un momento de interrupcion: Juan el Bautista aparece en el desierto, anunciando un
cambio dramatico. Describe la llegada de uno que nos bautizara con el Espiritu Santo, que traera el Espiritu de
Dios a nuestras vidas.

Este segundo Domingo de Adviento nos plantea una pregunta: sestamos dispuestos a responder a un cambio
profundo en nuestras vidas, incluso si no coincide con nuestra experiencia vivida? San Pedro en nuestra segunda
lectura describe que todo a nuestro alrededor se derrite, los cielos se disuelven en llamas y el mundo a nuestro
alrededor se derrite por el fuego. Se nos pide que reconozcamos el mundo que nos rodea como real, pero no como
la tnica realidad. Nuestra experiencia es valida, pero no es el panorama completo.

Vive a la luz de la gloria. Nuestro mundo, nuestras vidas, estan llenas de sombras, pero este tiempo de Adviento
nos habla de un rey, un rey que esta llegando que lo cambia todo. Serfa completamente comprensible si
insistiéramos en que este mundo oscuro es todo lo que hay, porque es todo lo que hemos conocido. También
estarfa mal. Isafas, Pedro y Juan el Bautista hoy nos llaman a una realidad mas grande, una que puede transformar
la forma en que vivimos hoy.

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GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

December 6, 2020

2nd Sunday of Advent

People knew over a year in advance that the Pope was
coming for a visit to America and the preparations began.
Security, space limitations and requirements, protocols,
crowd management, itineraries, invitations, regulations,
and so much more was necessary to pull this event off
effectively. It’s not every day that we get a visit from such
a prominent dignitary. Thought, effort, meticulous
attention to detail and vision all are necessary to make this
thing work. After all, he can’t just show up in the ordinary
and normal daily routines of life and catch people
unprepared! Tickets have to be purchased, buses rented,
hotel rooms reserved, and travel arrangements made early
because it will be impossible to see him if we wait too
long!

We do this kind of preparing not only for prominent
religious figures but for political dignitaries, notable
sports figures, people of fame, and even actors. If an
individual intrigues us, we are going to want to do all we
have to do to get a “good seat” in the house. Does Jesus
Christ captivate this much of our attention? We are asked
to prepare the way of the Lord and to do so not with frantic
frenzy but patient enthusiasm. We do not have to stand on
a street corner making profound announcements about
God’s coming or become overly zealous in our embrace
of the Good News. Our task is quieter, more interior,
captivating, and consuming. We are asked to change. We
have to conduct our lives with holy devotion.

Is the cost of that ticket too much for you? Don’t you want
the “best seat” in the house? You don’t want to miss Our
Lord’s arrival when he comes, do you? After all, if he
comes while you are going about your daily routines
without you even knowing, he may catch you off guard.
Or, he may come in disguise looking like a beggar, a
prisoner, migrant, refugee, or someone who is lost. Would
you be ready to recognize him then? Preparing for the
coming of Christ requires a change of mind, heart, and
behavior. It is not adequate to simply do the things we
always do. We want our lives to speak of the exciting
news of Christ’s coming and the joy that the Gospel
brings. It has to do with our demeanor, values, priorities,
choices, and how we structure daily routines. Of course,
it involves sacrifice. All anticipations do! Are you excited,
captivated, enthusiastic, and sitting on the edge of your
seat eager to celebrate his coming among us at Christmas,
and waiting for him to come again? If not, why not?

As the world sometimes
frantically unfolds around us, we can be people of
patience who show others that it’s okay to wait for
God’s gift to come. Conducting our lives in this
manner, we will know the peace that comes from
doing what we have been asked to do.
