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Pastor’s Corner

“Blessed are those called to the supper of the Lamb.” These familiar words from each Mass come from the Book of
Revelation, chapter 19, verse 9, where the original text specifies ‘marriage supper’ of the lamb.

The eternal feast of heaven to which we are invited is in fact a marriage banquet, and Jesus’ parable today is almost
not a parable and more simply matter-of-fact retelling. To be invited to heaven is to be invited to a wedding feast
given by a king for his son.

Our first reading from Isaiah confirms that our God’s priority is feasting: he enjoys throwing a party and calling us to
it. This passage is often read at funerals, because this description of an incredible banquet arrives with freedom,
freedom from a web that is woven over us all, death that binds us.

How extraordinary that at the end of the day, or the end of our life, all of this is about a party, a celebration that
spans eternity. A wedding celebration initiates something new, joins together two who were apart. You are invited
to this extraordinary, transforming event, which will overpower even death.

It’s for you to decide. The party is eternal, but your response to the invitation is today, this morning, this afternoon,
what you choose now. While this celebration is so splendid it will revoke even death and destruction, you choose
today whether to accept or decline this invitation. There are a myriad of alternatives: one goes off to his farm,
another to his business, you have important things demanding your time and attention. Could you possibly set them
down for just long enough to accept the invitation that changes our eternity?

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GOD REVEALED TO THE NATIONS

What wonderful images we have today of the reign of
God! Isaiah speaks to us of a great feast—a heavenly
feast—a feast of abundance with rich foods and choice
wines. It is the Lord’s own affair, [saiah explains, when
God will unite all nations, dry every tear, and destroy
death forever. Then, too, will the entire earth rejoice in the
Lord and bask in God’s saving grace.

Jesus speaks of heaven in terms of a feast as well. Here,
the kingdom of heaven is likened to a king’s wedding
feast given for his son. This is a feast of abundance also,
with the fattened cattle prepared just so. But many of the
people invited don’t want to come, so the king invites
anyone who would honor his son by their presence there.
And Paul tells us that whether we live abundantly or in
humble circumstances, we can do all things in the Lord
who strengthens us.

SAINT TERESA OF JESUS (1515-1582)
October 15

Let nothing disturb you; let nothing frighten you. Gifted
with a passionate spirit, young Teresa dreamed of
converting Muslims and becoming a martyr. All things are
passing; God never changes. But her mother’s death when
Teresa was fourteen inspired lifelong devotion to Our
Lady, and Teresa entered the Carmelites, Mary’s order,
despite her father’s objections and her own fragile health.
Patience gains everything. Initially, she enjoyed her lax
convent’s sociability and “busyness,” but mystical prayer
and John of the Cross’s collaboration inspired her to
reform the Carmelites. Whoever has God, lacks nothing.
When her ideals encountered resistance and brought
suffering, she maintained her peace—and humor.
Discovered devouring leftovers, she told her mildly
scandalized nuns, “When I fast, I fast! When I eat, I eat!”
To nuns demanding less work and more prayer in the
convent schedule, she retorted: “What we really need
around here are fewer starry eyes and more strong arms!”
God alone is enough! The italicized sentences here are her
“Breviary Bookmark,” the simple, profound prayer of

Teresa, the first woman Doctor of the Church.

15 de octubre

Teresa naci6 en Avila, Espafia, en una familia rica y de fe
profunda. A los siete afios queria ser martir por amor a
Dios. No obstante, a los 12 sofiaba con el amor y el
romance para su vida, pero unos afios después, la muerte
de su madre y una enfermedad le hicieron cambiar. A los
20 afios se hizo carmelita y 18 afios después, debido a la
comodidad de la vida de monasterio, apoyada en una
vision mistica, considerd necesaria una reforma. Bajo la
llamada de Dios y la ayuda de su director espiritual, san
Juan de la Cruz, junto con otras dieciséis hermanas
emprendi6 la reforma de la Orden Carmelita formando
una comunidad mas estricta en la que se vivia en absoluta
pobreza, se comia del trabajo fruto de la costura, se vivia
en oracion y se dormia en petates. Siendo superiora fue
inigualable en el amor y el servicio a la comunidad. Sus
escritos, asi como su experiencia mistica, fueron
profundos. Para ella, “solo Dios basta”, nada mas. Fue la

primera mujer en ser declarada Doctora de la Iglesia.
