What are you willing to lose? What are you willing to sacrifice?

In the last six months, the world has astonished us by taking inviolable idols, like entertainment and wealth, and sacrificed
them on the altar of physical safety. Only a little while ago, we could have thought that the Economy or Sports or Hollywood
were treasures too valuable to ever be sacrificed, but when personal health was on the line, we discovered all these other
priorities could be discarded.

Many of these sacrifices have been imposed on you without your input. But if you had to choose what was most valuable to
you, what would you be willing to sacrifice for it? Saint Paul today invites us to sacrifice, identifying something outside of
ourselves, the will of God and the renewal he brings, as being worth sacrificing our own selves, our own bodies for.

2020 should have taught us already that so much of what we value can be snatched away in an instant. Now is our chance to
choose what we are going to hold onto, and what we will sacrifice for it.

The fool is the one who insists on clinging to something, only to find that it will be snatched away from him. We have the
chance to freely let go of things now, since we have discovered what cannot be taken from us.

Saint Paul recognizes the people around us will be going in the wrong direction: “Do not conform yourselves to this age,” he
says, “but be transformed by the renewal of your mind.” “Offer your bodies as a living sacrifice,” he invites us today, because
he recognizes there are gifts far more valuable than physical life or gaining a few more months on this planet.

In 2020, when the world’s population professed it would sacrifice everything to win a little more time on earth, choose
eternal life instead. Jesus tells us we have to lose our lives if want to follow him: it’s time for us to listen in time?

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THE CROSS OF JESUS

The perception of a cross changed dramatically after Jesus’

crucifixion. Before that event, death on a cross was not
only horrible, it was degrading. It was a penalty reserved
only for the most wretched of criminals. The word “glory”
would not have found its way into the same sentence
containing the word “cross.” But all that changed with
Jesus. Over time, believers began to venerate and honor
the cross. They painted, sculpted, and carved images of it.
Many lost their own lives for their association with it.
Today our reverence for and relationship with the cross
recalls little of the contempt originally associated with it.
As it has been through the ages, it is our perception of the

cross that determines how we follow Jesus.
